Convention Facilities Advisory Board Guidelines  (2:02:52 PM)

	Mr. Martin Jensen, Associate Director, Community Services Department, stated the Convention Facilities Advisory Board Guidelines are being updated to include the addition of the Salt Lake County Equestrian Park and Events Center to the Convention Facilities portfolio, as it is managed by Service Management Group (SMG).  The advisory board worked with the Salt Palace Convention Center and South Towne Exposition Center, so it makes sense to add the Equestrian Park to that as well.  Significant changes to the guidelines were to add a member from South Jordan City and a facility stakeholder user.  Also, a few inconsistencies in the language were cleaned up.

	Council Member Horiuch, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the changes and forward the guidelines to the 4:00 Council meeting for formal consideration.  The motion passed unanimously.  Council Member DeBry was absent for the vote.

	Mr. Martin Jensen, Associate Director, Community Services Department, stated the Convention Facilities Advisory Board Ordinance is also being updated to reflect the same changes as those in the guidelines.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Granato, moved to approve the changes and forward the ordinance to the 4:00 Council meeting for formal introduction.  The motion passed unanimously.  Council Member DeBry was absent for the vote.

Report on Architecture Study – Film Center   (2:06:21 PM)

	Ms. Nichole Dunn, Deputy Mayor, stated this was an update on the Film and Digital Media Arts Center and its architecture study, which was jointly funded with Salt Lake City. 

The study is based on the Main Street, Salt Lake City, location at the site of the old Utah Theater.  Although, this is not the only location being considered for the project, the 800 seat theater is specific to the Main Street location.  The County will open up the project to other municipalities that wish to submit applications for it.

While this is primarily an arts venue, the County is also focusing on an Innovation District.  She read the following:  

	“Innovation Districts constitute the ultimate mash up of entrepreneurs and educational institutions, start-ups and schools, mixed-use development and medical innovations, bike-sharing and bankable investments - all connected by transit, powered by clean energy, wired for digital technology.” 

This is now how innovation and economic development is working.  

There is a strong case in support of film and digital media in Utah.  All large universities in Utah have amazing film programs, and it is hoped that the County project would keep graduates working within Utah.

A visioning document and draft criteria were distributed.  The County is trying to base its decisions about this project on the draft criteria, but is also looking for input to refine the criteria.

	Mr. Philip Jordan, Director, Center for the Arts, delivered a PowerPoint presentation on the architectural study.  He reviewed elements of the interlocal agreement with coalition partners, various multi-use configurations within the project, and layouts of each floor of the rebuilt Utah Theatre.  

	Council Member Horiuchi stated he thought the County was looking at the mid-valley facility as the 300 to 500 seat kind of rehearsal facility.  He asked if this project was a duplication of that.

	Mr. Jordan stated no because these are film screening facilities, not live performances like those held at the Rose Wagner Performing Arts Center. There is the possibility of moving the Rose Wagner Performing Arts Center to a mid-valley location.  However, the County is still looking to have an 800 seat theater somewhere in the cultural core.  The cost of building this Utah Film and Digital Media Center at the Utah Theater site is $85,934,000.

	Ms. Dunn stated the Utah Theater piece of that cost is roughly $35 million.

	Council Member Burdick asked about the structural issues of the Utah Theater.

	Mr. Jordan stated Salt Lake City has already studied the structural issues.  The Utah Theater is not a strong base to build on.  The building could literally fall apart as the project was being built.  

	Ms. Dunn stated there is the possibility of making molds of existing structure, then tearing it down and rebuilding the same style with new materials.  If the County ultimately considers this location, a cost benefit analysis would be done.

	Council Member Burdick asked how the re-molding approach plays into the cost of the building.

	Mr. Jordan stated the $85 million figure represents a new structure with architectural details molded and replaced with new materials.  There is no attempt to recreate the entire theater from the turn of the century.

	Ms. Dunn stated the tradeoff would be a safer, more energy efficient, comfortable, long-term building.

	Council Member Horiuchi stated he was shocked to hear this project may be built outside of Salt Lake City.  This is a keystone in the rebuilding of downtown.  He would like to see an economic analysis for moving the project to a different city.

	Ms. Dunn stated the full, 350-page study has that information in it.  This same study will be presented to Salt Lake City officials with the hope that the city will apply for the project.

	Ms. Erin Litvack, Director, Community Services Department, stated if a different location was looked at, future tenants and clients would need to be considered.  Location is going to be critical to its success, thereby influencing the economic viability of any center in any location.  Over the next 60 days, the County will be working with municipalities on proposals and potential sites, and the Community Services Department will continue to update the Council.

Recent Annexations, Petitions and Potential Annexations (2:27:15 PM)

	Ms. Kimberly Barnett, Senior Advisor, Mayor’s Office, stated she was asked by Council Member Burdick to update the Council regarding recent and proposed annexations.  Currently, there are six pending or recent annexations that have occurred in Salt Lake County.  These annexations are either petition-driven or city-sponsored.  The annexation process is different depending on what type of annexation it is.  The first step is to file a “Notice of Intent.”  This notice is filed with the city and all affected entities. Once the County receives a notice, a committee made up of representatives from the Mayor’s Office, District Attorney’s Office, Council Office, Surveyor’s Office, Recorder’s Office and the Assessor’s Office, meets to review it to make sure a variety of issues and legal requirements are met.  Once this is done, then notices are mailed out to everyone in the proposed annexation and all individuals that live within 300 feet of that boundary.  The following is a list of the recent or proposed annexations and where each one is within the process: 

Petition-Driven Annexations

Granite Annexation – This annexation into Cottonwood Heights City consists of 210 acres.  The process was started in 2013.  The committee reviewed the petition and determined that all legal requirements have been met. A total of 172 notices were mailed out.  Cottonwood Heights City has certified the petition, and it is currently within the 30-day protest period.  A public hearing will be scheduled soon.  

Herriman City Annexation – The process for this annexation into Herriman City was started in December 2013. A total of 25 notices were mailed out.  The petition is complete and certified.  The annexation became official in July 2014.

Creek Road Annexation – The process for this annexation into Cottonwood Heights City started in March 2014.  A total of 164 notices were mailed out.  The petition is complete and it has been certified by Cottonwood Heights City.  The public hearing is scheduled for tonight, August 12, 2014.  

	Millcreek Township Annexation – This annexation of a portion of Millcreek Township into Holladay City was protested by the County Council.  A boundary commission was formed to review the petition, and the County Council will hold a public hearing on August 13, 2014.  

City-Sponsored Annexations

	Oak Valley and Cobble Canyon Lane Annexations – These annexations into Sandy City have been reviewed, notices have been sent out, and public hearings have been held.  Once the lieutenant governor signs the petitions, the annexations will be completed.  

In the near future another city-sponsored annexation into Sandy City is anticipated.  This annexation will be near the proposed Creek Road annexation.  

	Council Member Burdick asked if the committee reviews how the proposed annexations will affect services. 

	Mr. Patrick Leary, Township Executive, Office of Township Services, stated the committee looks mainly at the legality of the process.  The Office of Township Services reviews the impact the annexations will have on law enforcement, fire, and public works services. 
 
	Council Member Burdick stated he would like legislative intent asking that the County Council be updated every 90 days on issues relating to annexations. 

	Council Member Jensen stated this could be done; however, if there is no activity relating to annexations, then the Council would not be updated.

	Requests an interim budget adjustment of $70,000 to remodel the existing auditorium at the Animal Services Shelter into usable space, including an office area, an exam room, and a meeting area.
