
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 11, 2014 BEGINNING AT 10:00 A.M. & 1:00 P.M. IN COMMISSION CHAMBERS, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Because the public hearing was noticed at both 10:00 A.M. (newspaper) and 1:30 P.M., (public notice website) meetings took place at both times.

10:00 A.M. Public Hearing-

Consideration of an Appeal by Randy LeBlanc, et. al. of the Planning Commission’s Decision to Grant Approval of a Conditional Use Permit for Anderson and Wood Construction.

Chairman Winterton stated that because the public hearing was advertised at two 
different times we will take public comment at this time and then again at 1:30 P.M. 

Director Hyde stated that this is a twenty (20) acre parcel located northeast of Neola. 
Anderson & Wood Construction Company is a contractor working in the area for Moon 
Lake Electric, installing power transmission and distribution lines.  They plan to purchase 
the subject property as a home for the supervising foreman of their local operations, with 
the shop west of the existing home to be used for routine equipment maintenance.  There 
would also be some outdoor storage of trucks and equipment near the shop.  Photos of the 
types of equipment have been submitted by the applicant and include boom trucks, truck-
mounted augers, small cranes and backhoes. Commercial uses such as this are a 
conditionally-permitted use in the agricultural-residential zones.


The Planning Commission granted the conditional use permit request after a public 
hearing on July 2, 2014, subject to the following conditions:


Prior to conducting business activity at this site, the applicant shall:

a.
Obtain a building permit and certificate of occupancy from the County Building Department to convert the existing agricultural-residential garage/storage building to a repair/maintenance shop.  This includes fire protection measures as deemed appropriate by the County Fire & Emergency Management Director.

b.
Construct the employee parking, truck and equipment storage areas and access driveway with an adequate surface of base rock and gravel to provide for all-weather access.

c.
Improve 1620 West, 11000 North and the driveway onto the subject property to the Fire Apparatus Road standards of the Wildland Urban Interface Code as approved by the County Fire & Emergency Management Director.

d.
Obtain a Duchesne County business license.


The Planning Commission decision was appealed for the reasons listed in the appellant’s 
July 14, 2014 submittal.


It is recommended that the Planning Commission decision be upheld and the appeal 
denied.  It is also recommended that condition of approval #1C be amended to allow 
Anderson & Wood to construct a new WUI Code compliant driveway from 11000 North 
to the shop in lieu of upgrading 1620 West.


As there were no questions of the staff report, Chairman Winterton asked for the 
appellant to speak.


Mr. LeBlanc stated that the road that leads to his home and a few other homes is a county 
“D” road. The road is maintained by the residents that live on the road. It is a narrow 
road and sometimes hard to navigate. There is a pond that you have to drive around. He 
does not want anyone to slide off of the road in the winter time and into the pond and 
contaminate it. He is concerned that road will become harder to maintain than it already 
is. If the road could be brought up to Class “B” road standards it would be better for 
everyone. 

Ms. Lori Sumner stated that her family has lived out there for a long while. It is quite 
often a journey to drive down the road. There have been times that they have pushed mud 
or snow with their front bumpers. Sometimes they get to the point where they cannot get 
in or out on the road. Her and her neighbors have literally spent thousands of dollars on 
maintaining the road. The dirt often becomes slippery after a rain or snow storm. She 
feels that the road should not be used by Anderson and Wood Construction.

Mr. Whiting stated that this is very discouraging that this has come into play. He moved 
to Neola because it was so rural. He would like the road to remain as it is with very little 
traffic on it.

As there was no further testimony supporting the appeal, Chairman Winterton called for 
the applicants to speak.


Mr. Oliver representing Anderson and Wood Construction stated that the whole situation 
is being blown out of proportion. The only ones that will be using the road will be 

Mr. Dixon, his wife, child and every once in a while someone taking a piece of 
equipment there to be repaired. There will not be an excessive amount of people coming 
and going from there. Mr. Dixon and his family will be living in a house on the property 
that is on the road. We do not intend to create any problems for anyone there and if it 
does happen we will be the first ones to help fix it. Mr. Oliver stated he has talked with 
Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler. The road is built to a standard acceptable 
for emergency vehicles at this time. 


Mr. Dixon stated that he is the foreman for Anderson and Wood Construction. He has 
worked for them for nine (9) years. The crew that he works with is courteous to other 
people and will not cause any issues. The 8 or 9 times he has been on the road leading to  
his house there has been no one else on the road. He also stated that they will not be 
creating a lot of traffic on the road. 

In response to Mr. Whiting, Commissioner Wood stated that there will not be a zone 
change. There will only be a 
conditional use permit issued and it can be revoked if 
necessary.

Opening Comments
Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred gave the prayer. There were no other comments.
Discussion Of Greenbelt
Assessor Greg Garff entered the meeting at 1:05 P.M…. Clinton Moon entered the meeting at 1:32 P.M.
Mr. Moon stated that he sold some property on South Myton Bench near 
NewField. When the purchase was complete he did not realize until he received his disclosure notices that he had been taken off of greenbelt. He thought that the 
remaining land would remain on greenbelt. Assessor Garff stated that when land 
is subdivided and a new purchase is made the greenbelt falls off and a new 
application is required. The deadline for greenbelt was May 1st. Mr. Moon stated 
that he would like to have his property reinstated on greenbelt effective Jan. 1st 2014.  He would be happy to fill out the application if that is what is needed. Assessor Garff stated 
that because the property taxes were taken care of at the time of the purchase of the property, there will be no roll back taxes involved. Commissioner Wood asked if the current use is the same as what it was before. Mr. Moon responded that it has alfalfa growing on it the same as before. Commissioner Peatross asked if the purchaser paid all of the roll back taxes on the property and if it was disclosed through the title company. Assessor Garff stated that he would do some research and get back to them next week on this issue.
Discussion Of A Fire Bill
Jack & Janet Brown entered the meeting at 1:04 P.M…. Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler entered the meeting at 1:05 P.M.


Mrs. Brown stated that when this fire took place she and her husband were in Vernal. 
They received a phone call and hurried home to see the damage. They do not know how 
the fire started. The bill is one thousand nine hundred sixty dollars and seventeen cents 
($1,960.17). During the fire they lost two (2) out buildings, their watering system and 
some bushes. The insurance they have has paid five hundred dollars ($500.00). 
Commissioner Peatross stated that he understood that most insurance companies only pay 
five ($500.00) or six ($600.00) hundred dollars for these type of fires. Director Lefler 
stated 
that he just learned about this bill and would look to see if any negligence was 
involved. Both Commissioner Peatross and Commissioner Wood stated that if there was 
no negligence involved by the Brown’s then by county ordinance they should only be 
responsible for what their insurance will pay. Director Lefler stated he will check into it.

Commissioner Wood motioned that if there was no negligence involved on behalf of Jack 
& Janet Brown the commission would lower the bill to the amount their insurance will 
pay. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the 
motion passed.
Consideration Of Vouchers

Deputy Clerk-Auditor joined the meeting at 1:25 P.M.
The commission reviewed vouchers # 128847 through 128959 dated August 11, 2014 in the amount of five hundred forty thousand nine hundred and one dollar and eighty two cents ($540,901.82).  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
