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Minutes of 8/13/14 Meeting

Meeting was called to order at 7:03; and was held in the Dimple Dell Fitness Center because the headquarters building was nor accessible due to settling of the structure.
Minutes of the 6/11/14 meeting, correction noted: Under the heading “County Report on Park Activities” second sentence the phrase “nest week” should have been “next week”. Minutes were approved with the correction.
Park Race Proposal: Mitt Stewart requested the opportunity to organize three races (5K & 10K) with 50 to 100 runners in the park during 2015. The races would be held on Wednesday evenings. John Shakula moved that the board recommend approving Mitt’s proposal with the provision that all routes must be at least 90% on chipped trails and that Mitt must follow all applicable county rules. Terry Wood amended the motion to provide that 100% of routes be on chipped trails. Motion passed as amended.  
Flanders Point Toad Flax Weevils: Ty Harrison made a power point presentation showing the success of the release of weevils to eradicate the Dalmation Toad Flax in selected areas of the park. The consensus of the group was that the weevils have made a significant impact and the expectation is that this bio-control method has great potential.
Back Country Horsemen of Utah Project: Doris Richards announced a work party to be held 8/14/14 in which participants will tag all Russian Olive trees with pink ribbons, then a BCHU member would log the GPS coordinates of each tree. The State wild fire crews will cut those trees and treat the stumps when they are not fighting fires.
Nature Center Update: An alternative possible location for the nature center was discussed. Several members felt that locating the nature center near the historic orchard at the Polsen farm house had some interesting advantages:
· More space for bus parking with less congestion
· Restoration of the old farm house and orchard would ad historic significance
· Ron Vance indicated that the granite blocks from the original 1800’s house are there and numbered for re-construction.
Scott Sprackeen emphasized the need for additional planning for the interpretive center.
Ty Harrison indicated that he would volunteer to begin drafting a proposal to nominate the farm house for Historical Classification.
Ty & Scott presented a draft of “An Outdoor Education Program for Dimple Dell Regional Park”. Board members were requested to study it and be prepared to discuss it at the next meeting.
A sub-committee for the nature/interpretive center was appointed; members will be Ty Harrison, Scott Sprackeen, Doris Richards, & Ron Vance.
Report on County Activities by Wayne Johnson:
· A 27 hole disc golf course below 1300 East is being designed by volunteers from the Disc Golf Association
· The Sandy & Draper Canal is being abandoned and converted to trails, it crosses Dimple Dell near 850 South
· Budget is being finalized, inclusion of a replacement roof and architectural assessment for the Polsen house is expected to be included
· There is a major invasion of puncture vine (AKA Goat Head) along the trails
· There was a major volunteer clean-up project below 1300 East by a church group, Jared Campbell will write them a “thank-you letter”.
The condition of the amphitheater was discussed, and sprucing up activities will need to be undertaken.
