3. Discussion:

· Tooele City Commercial Park Design Review
Presented by Randy Sant

Chairman Pratt turned the time over to RDA Chairman Pruden for this RDA issue.  RDA Chairman Pruden pointed out that the RDA Board received staff notes from Rachelle Custer describing the design review request.  RDA Chairman Pruden turned this matter over to Randy Sant.  

Mr. Sant stated that Randy Hunt would like to build an accessory metal building at the City’s Industrial Park.  According to the covenants and restrictions this type of construction requires approval of the RDA design committee.  Mrs. Custer and Mr. Sant recommended approval of this building.  Mr. Sant stated that Mr. Hunt will put the minimum required feet of brick on the face of the building and will do what is needed on the sides that face the street.  
Mr. Sant stated that he would like to suggest a moratorium on buildings in the industrial park while the RDA Board amends the design standards and restrictions and covenants.  Mr. Sant will work with Roger to find out what needs to be done in order to put that moratorium in place.

RDA Chairman Pruden asked if this building will be fronting the road.   Mr. Sant replied that it's kind of kitty-corner to Mr. Hunt’s property.  RDA Board Member Wardle asked if this is on the west side.  Mr. Sant answered that it's on the east side.  Mrs. Custer stated that because the building is an accessory structure, staff is okay with it.  Mr. Hansen showed a map of the area.  Mr. Sant pointed out that everyone on 1200 West has metal buildings.    

A motion was made to adopt the design by RDA Board Member Wardle.  The motion was seconded by RDA Board Member Pratt.  The vote was as follows:  RDA Chairman Pruden, “Aye”, RDA Board Member Wardle, “Aye”, RDA Board Member Pratt, “Aye”, RDA Board Member Winn, “Aye”, and RDA Board Member McCall, “Aye”.  

RDA Chairman Pruden turned the meeting back over to Council Chair Pratt.
