PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

The Executive Committee has deliberated on the opportunity to increase knowledge/participation for citizen Council members from the possibility of serving two (2) 3-year terms to three (3) 3-year terms.

· RATIONALE FOR PROPOSED CHANGE:
· Over the past several years, Claire has gotten feedback from former citizen members who felt that after serving two terms, they were now comfortable and knowledgeable enough to want and additional term and opportunity to contribute to the work of the Council.  

· While Claire was visiting the Idaho DD Council this summer, she learned that they allow three 3-year terms.  Claire heard from one of the Idaho Council members who said that she was just ready to start her third term and she felt that she was now knowledgeable enough to really make contributions during this last term of service!

· Claire has approached Governor Herbert’s Boards and Commission’s Director, Cherylin Bradford, and she agreed that the logic of increasing another term would be useful and was positive about this suggestion. She will approach Gov. Herbert about issuing an updated Executive Order to allow a third term.
· If the Council does vote to change the Bylaws, then Claire will also share this with Cherylin at the Governor’s Office.    

ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP

Terms of Membership:  Terms of membership shall be as follows:  

· Citizen Members shall be appointed for a presumptive term of three (3) years beginning October 1st of the year and ending September 30th of the third year with the possibility of reappointment for two additional  three (3) year terms for a total of 9 years.
· Five Liaison Members shall serve a two (2) year term from October 1st through September 30th of the second year with the possibility of reappointment for a second two (2) year term. 
· Agency Representatives are appointed by position and shall have no limit on term of membership during their tenure in the agency position.  
· Two members may be members of the Utah State Legislature, one from each house, appointed respectively by the Speaker of the House and the President of the Senate serving for a two (2) year term from October 1st through September 30th with the possibility of reappointment for a second two (2) year term.  

· Members may not serve more than  three consecutive full terms; however, they may reapply to serve on the Council after at least one year has elapsed from the time their term of membership ended.

· Terms of members will be staggered in such a manner as to ensure that the required membership of the Council is maintained.  If necessary the length of member’s term may be altered based on a recommendation from the Executive Committee and a majority vote of the Council in order to ensure that required membership is maintained.
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
