With many of our seasonal staff returning to college or taking on winter jobs, the remaining team will conclude their duties by either September 13th or 20th, depending on mosquito activity levels.

Following September 20th, we will commence educational programs in schools, with Scott already having scheduled numerous presentations. Concurrently, we will begin work on the 2024 budget and conduct staff performance evaluations. Our winter projects will include IT infrastructure upgrades, laboratory and data analysis, and strategic planning for the future (including data gathering for a potential tax raise in 2026). Additionally, we will winterize our equipment, ensuring that inventory lists are updated and maintained meticulously.
