
   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, JULY 16, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 16th of July, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

1.  Opening Remarks given by Bryan Brown.
2.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  
3.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the June 18th  Town Council meeting were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4.  Comments from Residents.  Dale Gifford suggested that the removal of the old fence at the cemetery could be completed as an eagle project.  There are some boys in town that need a project to complete their eagle requirements. 
5.  Request for Variance for Proposed Subdivision.  Russell Peterson

Mayor Peterson introduced Russell Peterson as his brother.  Russell is requesting a variance for his property on the corner of 200 West and 100 South.  Russell explained that his property has an existing house with 1.475 acres.  He would like to subdivide the property into three lots.  One of the lots would be just short of the required half acre or 0.475 acres.  He needs to divide the property to be able to sell the existing home.  The lot with the home would be under the required half acre.  Bryan Brown asked about the location of the leach line for the existing home.  Russell stated that he was not sure about the location of the leach line.  Russell agreed to check for the location of the leach line to assure that it would be located on the lot with the existing home.  Russell agreed to relocate the line if it was found to be on the other lots.  Russell presented a map of the proposed locations of the three lots.  Mayor Peterson disclosed that he had a conflict with the proposal since Russell is his brother.  The council discussed the proposal and were in favor of it as long as the leach line location was determined and was on the property with the home.  Charles Evans made a motion to approve the variance as described with the lot with the home being 0.475 acres with the stipulation that the location of the leach line be determined.  The leach line would be relocated to the lot with the home if it was determined to be on the adjacent lots.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  A letter documenting the variance will be sent to Russell after the leach line issue is resolved. 

6.  Park Updates.  Splash Pad.  Other Park Needs.  Becky Bastian

Becky reported that the inmate crew had painted the dugouts and moved the gravel prior to the baseball tournament.  The tournament went generally well.  The CIB funding meeting scheduled for July 3rd was canceled.  Our splash pad funding proposal has been rescheduled for their October 3rd meeting.  The raffle for the quilt and camping equipment raised over $700.00 for the splash pad.  

Bryan Brown asked if other bids had been obtained for the splash pad.  Becky reported that she had recently talked with three other companies about submitting a bid for our splash pad.  The first company that she talked with does not do small projects.  The second company gave a bid of $40,000.00 and said they would have it completed in one day.  There were many red flags with this company.  The third company has not been returning her calls.  Becky reported that they finally talked with her and they could provide a slash pad for $120,000.00 to $140,000.00.  Becky will continue to work with Slash Zone for our splash pad.  
Becky also reported that she had been working with the church and Eco Life to try to get the lawn around the pavilion watered more.  They are having problems with the watering system.  Eco Life is under contract with the church until this fall.      

7.  July 4th Celebration report.  Costs, Suggestions and Information.

Becky Bastian reported that about 480 people were served at the July 4th  Celebration.  The prayer, flag ceremony, races, games and food all went well.  The flags around the park looked good.  Total expenses for the celebration were $2,386.94.  A total of $1,816.00 was deposited from ticket sales.  The celebration is not designed to make money for the town.  Funds are budgeted to help make it successful.  Becky thanked those that helped with the celebration.
8.  Bike Trail.  Ribbon Cutting July 21.  Vehicles Parking on Trail.  Missing Delineators. 
All costs of the Bike Trail Ribbon Cutting will be funded by the county, Jones & DeMille Engineering and Hales Sand & Gravel.  Participants are to start at either, Big Rock Candy Mountain for 20 miles, Joseph for 10 miles or Elsinore for 3 miles.  Wrist bands will be given to the participants.  The meal will start at 6:30 pm.  All Central Valley and Elsinore residents are invited to attend the meal at no charge.  There will be a program and ribbon cutting ceremony at the meal.  A bike was donated by Dona Duffin and will be raffled as a splash pad fund raiser. 
Mayor Peterson stated that there are about 11 missing delineators, three of which are critical in the area where the bike trail was constructed.  He will follow up with the county about the missing delineators.  

Russell Day has been parking his semi-truck on the edge of the bike trail in front of his property.  We have an ordinance that prohibits parking these type trucks on the roadways.  The heavy truck may damage the asphalt.  There is room for him to park on the other side of his property.  The county will not allow vehicles to park on the bike trail.  We may be writing a letter to Russell.  David Nielson stated that there are other issues with the trail as it traverses the county.   There are many places where vehicles are driving over it.   
9.  Street Improvements.  Approve Feasibility Study of Streets. 

Mayor Peterson reported that he and Dave had met with Jones & DeMille Engineering about the feasibility study for our streets to bring them up to standard.  Brian Barton of Jones & DeMille has provided the necessary information to consider the feasibility study.  The study would look at only the main streets and not the side streets.  They would complete traffic counts and tests on the asphalt for our streets.  They would map the locations of culverts and other street items.  The study would cost $26,000.00.  Jones & DeMille is willing to submit the project to the CIB for funding.  They estimate that the CIB may fund about half as a grant.  We would need a public hearing for the application for the funding.  We need to be working on our road needs.  Mayor Peterson stated that we should look at completing the feasibility study and set a public hearing for the application to CIB.  Becky Bastian suggested that she talk with Candace Powers of the CIB to determine if the additional road project could be scheduled for October and if it would it interfere with the splash pad project that is already scheduled.  David Nielson made a motion to schedule the public hearing for the application to the CIB for the road feasibility project for our September meeting.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.   Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

10.  Central Valley Cemetery.
Mayor Peterson reported that he is working with Ryan Savage on estimates for the survey and new loop road for the cemetery.  It will take time to develop the cemetery.  Allen Henningson has completed some research on what other municipalities are doing for their cemeteries.  We plan to develop a simple cemetery ordinance along with some operational rules and regulations.   We have $3,000.00 in our cemetery budget.  The survey will cost about $1,500.00.  David Nielson made a motion to have Ryan Savage complete the survey for the town.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

11.  Budget Update.  Allen Henningson

Allen Henningson reviewed the June 30, 2014 financial statement with the council.  The statement has information for the month of June as well as for the full fiscal year that ended in June.  The town had $171,915.69 at the end of the year with $98,899.91 in the general fund and $73,015.78 in the water fund.  The towns funds are deposited in our Zion's Bank checking account and three public treasurer's investment funds.  The general fund expenditures exceeded the revenues by $11,280.98 and the water funds revenues exceeded the expenditures by $589.54.  Revenues and expenditures for both funds were reviewed.  The annual audit has been scheduled for the first week in December.  We anticipate that during the audit about $16,000.00 that was earned during the past fiscal year will be moved back to the year where it was earned.  These adjustments will increase the amounts of both the general fund and the water fund by about $8,000.00.  
12.  Appoint and Approve Mayor Pro-tem for August Meeting.

Mayor Peterson stated that he will be out of town during our next meeting scheduled for August 20, 2014.  He appointed David Nielson to be Mayor Pro-tem for the August meeting.  Mayor Peterson made a motion to approve the David Nielson as the Mayor Pro-tem for the August meeting.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

13.  Approval of monthly expenditures.   Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the June expenditures.  Becky Bastian made a motion to approve the June expenditures as described.  David Nielson seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  We have not yet received the bill for blading the road on 400 North.  David will ask them to complete the blading on 200 South.
14.  Council Members Reports.
Bryan Brown reported that there would be no Planning and Zoning Commission meeting in August.  They need more time to evaluate the surveys that are being returned.  We have recieved 37 surveys already.  

Becky Bastian reported that a neighborhood watch activity was being planned for August.  She thanked everyone for their help with the July 4th activity and encouraged everyone to attend the ribbon cutting ceremony for the bike trail.

Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for last month.  He has treated the tanks.  He has two water hookups to get completed.  His certification as a water system operator has been reinstated.  

Mayor Peterson reported that there is an acre foot of underground water advertised in the paper for $7,500.00.  There is also eight shares of irrigation water.  After discussion it was decided that the town would not pursue purchasing the water.

Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their help with the July 4th celebration.  
Mayor Peterson reported that Honas Busk had purchased one of the lots in the Daniels Subdivision on the north end of town.  He has enquired about constructing commercial storage units on the lot.  Our ordinance requires that we approve a conditional use permit for the construction in a residential zone.  The proposal would not fit well in the neighborhood and could devalue the adjacent lots.  We need to check our ordinance for requirements. 
Mayor Peterson also reported that Jack Hansen was asking about the survey on the lots where Betty Hansen lived.  The survey shows the fences for the property are off 43 feet.  They own a lot adjacent to the lot with the home located on it.  There is a question on the size of the lot with the surveying and fence discrepancy.  Kim will visit with our attorney Richard Chamberlain about the situation.  
15.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  David Nielson made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
