Welcome:
Gary welcomed all in attendance and opened the meeting.

Approval of the May 8th, 2024 Meeting Minutes:
Bill Dellos made a motion to approve the minutes with a second from Bruce Wilson.
Voting was unanimous.

Discuss/Approve/Deny Level Il Conditional Use Permit for Hunter Solar Facility:
LIZ: What they have been working on is attaching batteries to their operating solar
facility. They are now shrinking the work they are doing down to adding a battery to an
existing solar facility. The presentation they have today is a presentation to go along with
the materials that were submitted a couple weeks ago. They are not requesting a public
hearing.

Technology is improving and they are here to update on their advancements to the
project.

Joel: Started with the Hunter Storage overview on their presentation. That slide showed
the footprint of where the battery storage would sit on the project. It doubles as an asset
to the grid. It sits on 7 acres and is 80 megawatts and is about 4 hours of storage. It will
be run by Rocky Mountain Power as needed. This will be considered a separate project
but a lot of the ground work has already been done due to it sitting inside the whole
project area. There are three separate components. You have a combined system of the
transformers and inverters that speed up the electrons and ramp up to the voltage
needed to cooperate with the grid. In front of each transformer sits a battery which is
about the size of a shipping container. It comes pre assembled. They have their own
battery management system built into them along with their own HVAC and cooling
systems.

They will have a bond with the cleanup of these batteries.
