Purpose is to get more water to the Great Salt Lake; all water users need to work together to get more water to the Lake. This is a long term plan and everyone needs to be willing to work together. 
One idea is to lease water from producers and send that water to the Lake, state has 61 million dollars they can use for this program. Looking to find ways that producers can op in and out when it works for their production.  This will be a voluntary program.
Working with state engineers’ office to figure out what the role of new development is with water usage and how it is affecting our water supply.  
Jim Bowcutt said that they are committed to asking the tough questions to make sure this is the right fit for producers and our state.  If you did it, you’d want to make sure to keep the ground covered with some type of crop while you lease the water.  Commissioner Buttars should be in this conversation.
