· Welcome/Meeting Start (Chris Merritt, SHPO) 
· Welcomed committee members, and appreciate the list of public members. 
· Introductions
· Chair David Richardson was absent, Rob White led the meeting in his stead.
· Committee members introduced themselves
· Meeting Minutes from January 18, 2024
· Anya Grahn moves to approve the minutes, Kenny Wintch seconds. (unanimous, no opposed). Crook notes that the spelling of January needs to be fixed.
· Training: Open and Public Meetings Act
· Elliot West, Attorney Generals’ Office leads a training on the Open and Public Meetings Act. Roll call is not needed if unanimous, but need to still ask for any in opposition. No anchor location needed if all public body members are virtual, and unless public asks for an anchor location at least 12 hours before the meeting. Powerpoint of training will be provided on public meetings website. 
· Action: Welcome of New Committee Members
· Merritt discusses that the Legislature added two seats to this committee, bringing on the total to 9. Two candidates were selected per statute to join the committee. 
· Charles Shepherd, Architect
· Richa Wilson, Architectural Historian
· Merritt also notes that due to this being a new committee, three individuals will be ending their term at two years on July 1, 2024. There is a potential for renewal up to three terms.
· Rob White (notes he is not interested in serving another term)
· David Richardson
· Susan Crook (Suggests Sharon Hauri as a landscape architect, to fill her slot). As a committee we are interested in assessing her as a candidate)
· Crook also suggests Robin Carbaugh, a consultant and community activism. 
· NRHP Nomination Reviews, led by Cory Jensen (NRHP Coordinator)
· Enniss Auto Service Station, Draper
· Significance under Criterion A and C
· Areas of Significance:  Transportation, Commerce, and Architecture
· Level of Significance: Local
· Period of Significance: 1950-1973
· Being nominated under the Historic and Architectural Resources of Draper, 1949-1954, Multiple Property. Retains a high level of historic integrity, built in two phases 1950 and then again in 1955. Concrete block constructions. Only integrity of setting has been altered, due to urban development. 
· White asks for any comments from the committee. 
· Crook asks why the nomination wasn’t submitted after the intensive level survey in 2015. 
· Jensen responds that it was likely just circumstantial. 
· Shepherd notes a few small typos, asked how to provide those to the reviewer. Jensen notes to just send those to him. Second, the pair of light fixtures appear historic, and if they are, they should be included with the nomination. 
· Oliver notes that this was a great nomination, and was a very thorough document. 
· Action: Oliver makes a motion to approve and forward, Anya Grahn seconds. White calls for vote, and motion passes unanimous
· Michael Barnhill, representing the Certified Local Government, Chair of the Commission adds that they are excited for the approval, and has been waiting for this one. Property owner had misunderstanding of what being on the National Register meant, and that has been addressed. 
· Wong Sing Warehouse, Fort Duchesne
· Significance Criteria: A and B
· Areas of Significance: Commerce Ethnic Heritage/Chinese
· Level of Significance: Local
· Period of Significance: 1890-1934
· Wong Sing, a Chinese-born merchant, operated a trading post in and around Fort Duchesne. The warehouse was built around 1890, and moved to its current location around 1940. Both the house and store are non-contributing on this property, only the warehouse has that association. Retains integrity of materials, design, and workmanship. 
· White asks for comments from the Committee, Wintch says he loved the nomination and learned a lot. 
· Oliver notes that there was a wave of new log construction in the Uinta Basin after 1905 homesteading/opening of the reservation. Will provide more information to Jensen.
· Hora notes that she attempted to do some core samples of the logs to determine if there was a way to refine the age of the construction but the samples are poor as the wood is heavily eroded. 
· Crook notes that how impressive it was to see the integrity. 
· Shepherd asks if the Wong Sing story exists within the Ute tribal history in some fashion. Should the relocation be captured in the Description point as well? Still eligible as it is. 
· White asks for a motion to approve the nomination.  
· Crook moves to approve forwarding the nomination to the Keeper with a positive recommendation, and including adding supplemental materials. Wintch seconds. Motion passes unanimous. 
· George, Jr. and Isabelle Bramwell House, Plain City
· Significance Criteria: C
· Area of Significance: Architecture
· Level of Significance: Local
· Period of Significance: ca. 1883
· Is part of a Tax Credit project. Projecting bay, Queen Anne Style, with a wall dormer. Exterior has excellent exterior integrity. Significant under Criterion C as it is the most prominent architectural feature in all of Plain City. Only missing chimney and shingle roof. 
· Crook notes that the historical photo shows many trees were close to the house, but happy to see that they have been removed. 
· Oliver notes that there is a typo with “Pittsburgh” missing the ‘h’. 
· Casey Nielsen appreciates the work of the committee, as they are new to this process and how to navigate the Tax Credit program to support its preservation. He also notes that all the wood in that staircase was clean it. 100s of people came to visit the house during an “Open House” with only 12 hours notice, showing the importance to the community. 
· White asks for a motion to forward the nomination to the Keeper of the National Register with a positive recommendation. 
· Grahn motions, Crook seconds, motion passes unanimous. 
· NRHP Nomination (NO ACTION)
· Wolfe Ranch Historic District (Federal Nomination) 
· Because this is a federal nomination there is no vote needed from the Committee. 
· Significance Criteria: A, C, and D
· Areas of Significance: Agriculture, Architecture, Archaeology, Conservation, Education, and Exploration/Settlement
· Level of Significance: Local
· Period of Significance: 1898-1971
· Shepherd notes that on page 9, there are boundaries being changed on the maps, but perhaps should be clarified. 
· No action or vote needed from the committee. 
· Other Business
· White notes that this, as his final meeting wants to share a story. His favorite nomination was the Weber County Library. Sheriff’s Department wanted to put a firing range in the basement, was a fun story. Anne Oliver notes that she wrote that one.
