Chair Stephen Handy called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

COMMISSION BUSINESS:

a.	Vice Chair Election.

Mr. Handy noted the commission needs to elect a Vice Chair.  He also noted that by statute the commission consists of seven members but only six are currently serving.  He explained that the Governor’s office is working to appoint the seventh member and submit their name for Senate confirmation.

Mr. Handy nominated Ms. Tarazon to serve as Vice Chair of the commission.

Ms. Orton moved to accept the nomination and elect Jennifer Tarazon as Vice Chair of the commission.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. Tarazon said she is looking forward to serving as Vice Chair and thanked the Governor and her fellow commissioners for the opportunity.


DEPARTMENT APPOINTMENTS:

a.	DABS Director of Licensing & Compliance Administration.

Ms. Clason gave an overview of the department management changes made last month and outlined the reasons for appointing Jeremy Sommerlath as DABS Director of Licensing & Compliance Administration.  

Ms. Orton moved to approve the appointment of Jeremy Sommerlath as DABS Director of Licensing & Compliance Administration.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  He explained that the final CPP event for the fiscal hear was held last week and gave an overview of the family bonding event held in Lehi.

He also noted that they are shooting the television spots for the next campaign year and are preparing the annual report that is due October 1, 2024.  


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington thanked the DABS Finance team for their hard work to provide timely and accurate numbers for the year end closing.  Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for the fiscal year that ended June 30, 2024.  He also provided an update on the first period of FY2025.  Ms. Tennert suggested that a Budget 101 overview be included in the next subcommittee meetings. 


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason announced the distribution of a new licensee newsletter.  DABS Communications Director, Michelle Schmitt, created the digitized newsletter.  It was distributed to over 2,000 stakeholders and was well received.  The updated newsletter will be distributed quarterly.

Ms. Orton moved to approve a change from a full year to a winter seasonal full service restaurant license for #1 Viking Yurt in Park City.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Craig Warr gave an overview of the balance of the applications.  

Ms. Thue moved to approve a full service restaurant license for ready to operate applicant #1 Mi Buena Vida in Springville; and conditional full service restaurant licenses for all other applicants #1 Hilton Garden Inn in Salt Lake City, #2 Kuchu Shabu Sugarhouse in Salt Lake City, #3 Ichiban Sushi in Riverdale, #4 La Condesa in Sandy, and #5 Wicked Peel in Midvale.  Ms. Orton seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


COMMENTS FROM COMMISSIONERS AND PUBLIC:   

a.	Ms. Evans introduced Christy Tallon and noted Ms. Tallon processed over 1,000 event permit applications last year and is expected to exceed that amount this year.  Ms. Evans also reminded event permit applicants to submit complete applications at least 30 days prior to the event.

b.	Ms. Thue complimented Chair Handy on his meeting efficiency.

c.	Ms. Orton thanked staff for the usage information on awarded licenses.  She expressed concern that the commission will be out of bar licenses by the end of the year.
