Wasatch County Health Department Update- Dr Burton starts by introducing Jonelle Fitzgerald. On the inside of the brochure, they hand out has the Health Officer Message and, on the left, has the board members. The only thing new is that Coleen Nielson has been added to the list. She is a schoolteacher at a middle school. 
The health department has launched a new website in the year 2023. The goal was to make it easier for people to navigate and more user friendly. This would make it easier for people to find what services are available. Some of the highlighted areas are scheduling online flu shots, birth certificates. 
Some of the highlighted areas are the medical reserve corps. These are several volunteer positions that help people to learn to be self-reliant with shelter, water, food, and hygiene. This would help during a natural disaster. 
WIC is a program for women infants and children. This was expanded in 2023 to align with current dietary guidelines. The fruit and vegetable allowance continues to increase. WIC allows families that qualify to purchase these items at the local grocery store. 
Diabetes prevention program restarted in 2023. This is an evidence-based program that reduces the risk of developing type 2 diabetes. This yearlong program provides lessons, handouts, and other resources to learn new skills. 
We would like to thank Charleston for allowing us to have a well here. It is the first of many. It is necessary to continue to study the ground water. Timber Lakes and the north fields all flow to this area so this is a great area to study.
There are 3 levels that we can sample from this well. The results are interesting. We were able to detect deet and caffeine from the shallow aquafer.  The shallow aquafer is about 50 feet, the next level is 100 feet, and the deep is 175 feet. 
We are working on putting another sample well at the bottom of the Timber Lakes area. 

Mounteer Home Occupation Permit- Michele stated that they wanted to come to the board and let them know that they have a landscape company that they have an occupational permit for. We have had this for over 20 years. We just wanted to inform the board that twice a year we go through about a 2-week transition period from landscaping to snow removal and snow removal to landscaping. This requires us to change the trucks from plows and salters to landscaping equipment. This is obviously reliant on the weather. We just want to keep everyone updated on the process. 

Final Decision on the Sprinklers for the Cemetery We did get another bid for the sprinklers at the cemetery. The mayor asks if everyone had a chance to look at it, if there is no questions, she would accept a motion. Marc Mair makes the motion to accept the bid for the cemetery from the Turf Company. Jim Brown seconded the motion. A roll call vote was cast. Results are as follows:
