A. If the parties have a dispute regarding Gallagher’s services or the relationship governed by this Proposal (“Dispute”),
each party agrees to resolve that Dispute by mediation. If mediation fails to resolve the Dispute, you and Gallagher agree
to binding arbitration.

C. Mediation will occur within sixty (60) days of filing the Notice with the AAA. Mediation results will be reduced to a
memorandum of understanding signed by you, Gallagher and the mediator. A Dispute that is not resolved in mediation
will commence to binding arbitration. For Disputes in excess of $500,000, either party may elect to have the Dispute
heard by a panel of three (3) arbitrators. The award of the arbitrator(s) must be accompanied by a reasoned opinion
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prepared and signed by the arbitrator(s). Except as may be required by law, neither you, Gallagher, nor a mediator or
arbitrator may disclose the existence, content or results of any Dispute or its dispute resolution proceeding without the
prior written consent of both you and Gallagher.

Sheriff Bailey said that we lost Classic Air Guard Helicopter Service as they were bought out
by Intermountain about 6 -8 months ago. Intermountain has pulled the helicopter from Vernal. They
do have a fixed wing aircraft. They needed to have the runways at both airports plowed and
wondered about the instrument approach. Intermountain out of Roosevelt has one helicopter and it
can be here in 12 minutes. Air Med will come from Rock Springs. Classic has been phenomenal to
work with so there will be some adjustments. Commissioner Lytle said Trevor Brooksby has had
difficulty with the pickup mounted blade getting the Dutch John Airport cleared. Buildings and
Grounds does the Manila Airport, so we may need to coordinate plowing and the Roads Crew could
be a backup. Both the Airports will need to be kept clean of snow for emergencies.

Airports were discussed and the ILA is still in progress and Brian Raymond said we had an
FAA inspection of all airports this weekend and there are some projects for the winter that will need
to be done. Some of the concerns were tree heights, brush and the windsock needs to be replaced.
The FAA was pleased with the work that has been done recently.

Commissioner Lytle said the Road Department has been doing some work down in the
Brown’s Park area and it is much improved. We might need an inspection of the Red Creek Bridge if
it hasn’t been done recently. Commissioner Tippets said he met with James Olsen yesterday and they
discussed the County Road priorities and he wants to talk about that during next week’s Commission
meeting.

Code enforcement issues had nothing new. Kent is in court currently and there are no known
issues.

Citizen Comments: Chelsy Lail asked what the point is for the curfew and how the curfew
is going to be enforced. Commissioner Lytle addressed her question saying that with sanctioned or
known activities the kids are okay to be out after the curfew. Chelsy asked if there was really a
problem here in Manila that required a curfew. It was stated that there was, however it was not just
Manila as it was the County. Chelsy stated her belief that the curfew is getting in the way of
parenting. It was explained that the curfew is to help the parents. Keith Larsen said that no one
should be treated as his grandkids were during the incident. There was confusion as to which incident
was being discussed. The discussion became heated. Keith Larsen stated that they have the body
camera footage to show how his grandkids were treated. Mr. Larsen further stated that the Sheriff
had said something to the effect that he would shoot twice into the air to get everyone’s attention.
The Sheriff did not remember saying that and said he had not released any footage and did not know
what they were talking about. Keith Larsen did say ”so you better have your guns loaded” to the
Sheriff. Sheriff Bailey stated he had had enough and set his badge on the table and said this was
theirs, referring to the county. He then left the meeting. There was more discussion. Chelsy said
that the Commission meets during the day and a lot of people can’t make it during the day to give
their comments. More people might attend in the evening. Commissioner Tippets said we have had
evening meetings and few people show up. Chelsy agreed that they have the same challenge with
School Board meetings. Commissioner Asay said he thought it would be good to have some
additional meetings and opportunities to get comments and input from the community.

Ruth Pettit came into the meeting and said she has some problems with cats going wild all
over the place. She can’t afford to get them all fixed. She has around 20 hanging out at her house.
Commissioner Asay said he did his part by taking four of them. There is a vet out of Lyman that
does some discounted spay and neuter things in Wyoming. There are tons of cats around the post
office, gas station and Brownings. Commissioner Tippets wasn’t sure what we could do about that,
but said the Commission would look into it. Ruth thanked the Commission for their consideration.

FLAMING GORGE RANGER DISTRICT TO CONDUCT
PRESCRIBED BURNS THIS FALL

Vernal, Utah, October 2, 2024 — Ashley National Forest fire management personnel are planning
to conduct prescribed burns on the Flaming Gorge Ranger District this fall as weather and fuel
conditions allow.

The first prescribed fires planned are in the Greendale Junction, Red Canyon, Death Valley, and Dowd
Mountain areas within burn units 1, 8, 10, 13, and 15, targeting approximately 2000 acres.
Consideration of burning in nearby areas within units 14, 16, and 17 will be made if the required
conditions within the initial units are not available or if resources and opportunities permit.
Crews will complete the work when ground fuels are still dry enough to burn effectively, while
having enough existing and forecasted moisture to limit fire spread to other areas.

The prescribed fire is part of the “D1 Ponderosa Pine Maintenance and Fuels Reduction Project”, which
consists primarily of Ponderosa Pine and understory and completed twice-yearly in differing
locations. Its purpose is to return fire to the environment to restore healthy ecosystems and
reduce the potential for catastrophic wildfires. A healthy ecosystem is more resistant to severe
fire, disease, and insect infestations. Other specific objectives for the project include maintaining
or improving the health of ponderosa pine stands and to maintain or improve sagebrush, browse
and forage species to benefit wildlife.

Prescribed fires only occur when a specific set of conditions are met. These conditions include air, soil
and vegetation moisture levels, temperatures, wind direction and speed, smoke dispersal, and
expected fire behavior. Fire personnel will ignite the fires using a helicopter, or drone and hand
lighting. Engine, hotshot, and/or hand crews will monitor the fire until it is completely
extinguished. Smoke will likely be visible. The prescribed burning is expected to cause minimal
impact to areas or activities outside of the burn units.
