	SOMAC Report –  Dr. Michele Leslie

	Notes
	Dr. Michele Leslie presents to the commission about the Sexual Offense Management Advisory Council. Dr. Leslie’s report discusses a matrix that is being formulated to be as consistent as possible across the country. The matrix is meant to find appropriate treatment recommendations for sex offenders.  The matrix is separated into risk categories and criteria of suitable treatments.

Scott Stephenson and Brian Redd both comment on how they would like the matrix to be “easier to digest from the data to a summary”. Both sides of the information are critical.

Richard Mauro discusses concern over the minimum mandatory sentences involved in the matrix and how offenders could have appropriate treatment. Dr. Leslie explains that this is a “blended” meaning when utilizing conviction. The matrix will assist in identifying possible challenges, questions and push back.

Richard Mauro asks why the matrix is out of compliance with SORNA. Dr. Leslie responds that it is due to not having a public juvenile registry in the state of Utah. SORNA provides funding and grants if the matrix is in compliance.

	Danielle Bird presents the HRT Grant Review Recommendation for 2025.

CCJJ administers Hospital Response Team (HRT) grants through State appropriated funding. The purpose of the funding is to provide support for survivors of sexual assault. The HRT grants provide funding for victim advocates, a 24-hour crisis hotline, and follow-up support services for survivors of sexual assault.

There were five applicants for FY25 funding. In reviewing the applications, the committee decided that travel funding would only be approved for mileage for victim assistance. As a result, funding requested for conferences or staff retreats was not included in the approved amounts.

	Morgan Williams presents the SCIP Funding Recommendation to the Commission. The funding recommendation requested and recommended is $500,000 to the Gun Violence Prevention Center of Utah.

The GVPC will use funding to launch a Safe Storage message campaign that educates and urges
families to store their firearms safely and securely to prevent children and youth from
accessing them and to prevent them from being stolen for criminal purposes. Funding will
also be used to provide secure gun safes to 1000 families with children under the age of 18.
All services will use an open procurement process.
