Call to Order:
Mayor Hadfield called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Doug Witney offered the opening prayer remarks and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Hatfield.

Minutes
The Council reviewed the minutes from the May 8, 2014 Advisory Council meeting.  Commissioner Doug Witney motioned to accept the minutes as they were presented. Gena Bertelsen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION AGENDA

1. QPR Training- Question, Persuade , Referral – Suicide Prevention 

Mayor Hadfield introduced the training by summarizing the QPR training notice which was included in the agenda for the meeting and introduced Trudy Brereton from the Wasatch County Health Department who provided the training.  Her training included providing a reference pamphlet, wallet card, and resource listings to help council members remember the training and be able to assist someone in the future that is contemplating suicide. 

Mayor Hadfield requested that staff send the QPR information that we received to all council members.

2. Other

Scott McBeth reported on following items:

The Elder Abuse Conference that was held on June 5th at the Utah County Convention Center.  It was the 2nd year of the conference sponsored by the Area Agencies on Aging in the State, Utah County, the Provo Police Department’s EVAC Committee, and Salt Lake County’s District Attorney’s Office.  Approximately 165 professionals attended and the state-wide conference and it was very well received. During lunch, the movie “Alive Inside” was presented.  Council members were encouraged to see the film when they had the opportunity.  MAG’s Aging Department was the lead in putting on the conference.

The 4th Year of our Area Plan was presented to the Aging & Adult Services Board yesterday by Heidi and himself.  They were pleased with our efforts and plan.

MAG’s Aging & Family Services Department will be utilizing Craig Peterson, who is a lobbyist for Mountainland Association of Government, to advocate for more state money for senior services throughout the state in the next legislative session.  Craig met with all the AAA Directors who were very impressed and pleased to have him as our advocate.

Mayor Hadfield reminded everyone that we do not meet in July and then established Thursday, August 14th as the Council’s summer activity.  The activity will be a barbeque at his summer home in Vivian Park.  Staff will coordinate all of the arrangements with him.

3. Council Member Reports

Stephen Mahoney commented on the importance of the suicide training and how appropriate it was for our senior population.  

Gena Bertelsen also talked about the suicide training and mentioned that the Orem Center was sponsoring a Flamingo Day on June 23rd.
   
Lyndia Carter mentioned that the Springville center is working on a Mountain Monday activity and a live animal event with B.Y.U.

Rachel Draper reported that the Lindon center is developing a char fitness program and going to the bean museum.

Commissioner Witney informed the group of an activity, the eighth annual Colonial Heritage Festival, which will be held at the Orem Scera July 3rd-5th.

Neil Kuhner distributed a poster from Walgreens offering a 20% discount to seniors at their stores for those who thought that it would be appropriate to post and mentioned the upcoming Utah County marathon.

Heather Nalette informed council members of a farmers market that they are doing once each month.
