	A RESOLUTION OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY COUNCIL DECLARING SURPLUS REAL PROPERTY AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF THE ATTACHED INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH BLUFFDALE CITY AND THE ATTACHED QUIT CLAIM DEED CONVEYING THE SUPRLUS REAL PROPERTY TO BLUFFDALE CITY

WITNESSETH

	WHEREAS, Salt Lake County (the “County”) wishes to develop certain of its real property known as Southwest Regional Park located in Bluffdale, Utah (the “Park”).

	WHEREAS, Bluffdale City Ordinance requires land developers to fully improve any master-planned roads through the extent of the property being developed.

	WHEREAS, the County and Bluffdale City (the “City”) have agreed to an arrangement that would allow the County to develop the Park in such a way as to postpone the required road improvements of 14010 South Street until the second phase of the Park is developed.

	WHEREAS, the arrangement requires the County to convey a parcel of land adjacent to 2700 West Street to the City (the “Right-of-Way”) at no cost.

	WHEREAS, the arrangement also requires the County to eventually sell a 33-foot wide parcel of land to the City to be improved at the west end of 14010 South Street when the second phase of the Park is developed. 

	WHEREAS, the County Real Estate Section recommends the Right-of-Way be conveyed to the City for no fee with consideration for the transfer being that the City permits the County to develop the Park and postpone required road improvements to 14010 South Street until the second phase of the Park is developed. 

	WHEREAS, the County and the City desire to enter into an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement memorializing the arrangement, including the conveyance of the Right-of-Way to the City.

	WHEREASE, the County has determined it is in the public interest to declare the Right-of-Way surplus County property, enter into a Interlocal Cooperation Agreement with the City, and convey the Right-of-Way to the City by Quitclaim Deed.

R E S O L U T I O N

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the Right-of-Way described in the Quitclaim Deed, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit 1, is hereby surplus property.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the eventual conveyance of a 33-foot strip of land to the City to develop the west end of 14010 South Street is approved.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and by this reference made a part of the Resolution, is approved; and the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the said Interlocal Cooperation Agreement.

RECITALS

1.  Salt Lake County owns a parcel of real property, identified as Parcel No. 22-21-233-002, located at 6380 South Highland Drive, Murray, Utah (the “Property”), which was acquired by Tax Deed in 1994.

2. The Property is a small parcel of land, approximately 0.09 acres in size.  A description of the Subject Property is attached hereto as Exhibit A.  In 1994, the County leased the Property to Salt Lake City Cellular Telephone Company, and that lease is now assigned to New Cingular Wireless, PCS, LLC, a wholly owned subsidiary of AT&T.

3. Global Signal Acquisitions IV, LLC (“Global Signal”) has offered to purchase the Property, and a Real Estate Purchase Contract signed by Global Signal is attached hereto as Exhibit B.

4. The County has no need for the Property and, having held a public hearing and having provided notice, may now declare the subject property surplus and dispose of it.

5. The Property has an appraised value of $290,000.00 using the income approach to value.  Global Signal has offered to pay $270,000.00 for the property.  No other offers have been received to purchase the Property; but the Real Estate Section has received a couple of offers to purchase the leasing rights to the site for substantially smaller amounts.

6. In order to transfer the responsibility of managing the lease, provide the State with substantial income, and return the property to the Tax Rolls, the Real Estate Section recommends that the County accept Global Signal’s offer.  Proceeds from the sale of the Property will be distributed in accordance with Section 59-2-1351.5 of the Utah Code.

7. It has been determined that the best interest of the County and the general public will be served by the sale and conveyance of the Property to Global.  The sale and conveyance will be in compliance with all applicable state statutes and county ordinances.

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council, having provided notice and having held a public hearing as required by the Salt Lake County Code of Ordinances, that the Property described in attached hereto as Exhibit A, be and the same is hereby declared surplus property.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the sale and conveyance of the Property by special warranty deed to Global Signal for the agreed upon offered price of Two Hundred Seventy Thousand Dollars ($270,000.00) in accordance with the terms of the Real Estate Purchase Contract is hereby approved; and the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the original of said Real Estate Purchase Contract, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit B, and by this reference made a part of this Resolution.
