After checking elevations of basements stub outs in comparison to       


proposed sewer installation, it was determined that none of the homes



on Shepard Lane will be required to connect to the new sewer line.  



Brendan suggested getting someone like Matt Millis to come in and 



evaluate some of the potential problems we may have due to the 



increased growth/usage of our current sewer system. 


(Sewer connection agreement)


Brendan suggested a limited time (5 yrs. maximum) that Saddleback can stay 


connected to LPID’s sewer line before installing its own system.  He said that 


in other areas in Salt Lake City and the surrounding areas this is not allowed at 


all.  Saddleback would be required to build its own system immediately.


(Construction schedule)



Earth moving and sewer installation began July 28, 2014.  Progression was 


delayed because of some blue stakes errors.  Installation of the water line on 


Shepard Lane will begin August 19th.  Earth moving is about 30% complete.  


Once the roads are at grade in the project area installation of sewer and water 


lines will begin.

                    UPDES Compliance Report – July 2014



The district discharged the entire month of July 2014.



Monitoring results:  BOD = 13 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)



TSS = 52 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)



pH = 8.9 (limit>6.0 pH<9.0)



Coliform = ND, #100 (limit is 128)


One aerator operated 0.5 hrs/day for the month of July.  Dissolved oxygen levels 
are 16.5 mg/1 average for July.   

LPID was in compliance with all discharge permit parameters except for TSS. 
Influent flows – 0.199 mgd.  Effluent flows – 0.062 mgd.
