[bookmark: _Hlk125481975]Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve the meeting minutes from September 19, 2024 as presented. Councilmember Beal seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins, Wilson and Beal voted aye. The motion carried.

There were none.

Report from Planning Commission
Blake Jenkins reported that they recommended approval of Stoney Brooks subdivision amendment.  They also had a public hearing on a cluster subdivision and had quite a few residents in opposition.  The Planning Commission recommended that it doesn’t move forward.  They also worked on a review of Brynlee Acres.  Councilmember Jenkins asked about the public hearing.  Blake reported that the developer just rezoned the property to 18.5 a couple months ago and has now decided to get a couple more lots.  He applied for a cluster subdivision but when the plat came in, it didn’t show the frontage and the open space was long and skinny and split by the road.  Blake read the last sentence of the cluster subdivision ordinance and the Planning Commission felt that the development didn’t meet the criteria and therefore didn’t recommend it moving forward.  Councilmember Favero indicated that it should still come to the council.  Diane reported that after the Planning Commission, the developer withdrew the application for a cluster subdivision.

Discussion/Motion:  Subdivision Amendment – Stoney Brook – 2689 N 3850 W, 2688 N 3850 W and 2688 N 3850 W for Doug & Brenda Koenig, Michael & Robin Cederquist, Jacob & Whitney Johns
It was reported that the Planning Commission recommended approval.  The Koenigs and Mike Cederquist were in attendance and want this to happen.  Councilmember Beal moved to approve the subdivision amendment for Stoney Brook as presented. Councilmember Jenkins seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins, Wilson and Beal voted aye. The motion carried.  Mike Cederquist asked what the next step is.  Diane reported that they will need to present a mylar for the city to sign and then it can get recorded.

Discussion/Motion:  Approval of Fire Dept Quote for Lights and Siren on New Truck - $7,379.35
Councilmember Beal asked if this was the only bid.  The Mayor texted the Fire Chief.  After waiting a few minutes and no response from the Chief, the Mayor asked if they could approve it contingent that he email the council the information later.  Councilmember Wilson asked if it was in the budget.  The Mayor said it is, but reminded the council that this is replacing the truck that was in an accident earlier in the year.  The insurance company reimbursed the city and they are using that money to get a different vehicle. Councilmember Wilson noted that three bids are usually required. Councilmember Favero noted that unless this is a sole source, other bids should be able to be obtained.  Councilmember Beal moved to approve the quote of $7,379.35 contingent on proof that multiple bids were asked for. Councilmember Jenkins seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins, Wilson and Beal voted aye. The motion carried.

Dan reported that he usually gets it loaned to us from John Deere, but John Deere couldn’t do it this year and Buttars came in cheaper.  It was reported that it was included in the budget.  Councilmember Beal moved to approve and pay the bills as presented. Councilmember Favero seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins, Wilson and Beal voted aye. The motion carried.   

Report from City Council
Councilmember Beal reported that the roads look good.  She reported that fun things are coming up this month, specifically the pumpkin walk.  She also noted that she is working on getting a cultural arts class scheduled in October. She asked about stop signs coming out of Kents.  It was noted that it is private property.  The Mayor suggested she talk with Kents.

Councilmember Wilson referenced the portable solar speed sign that is currently on 2200 N, down over the hill.  She would like to have one placed on 4100 West.  She witnessed a big truck coming through the other day and just about took out a family.  Dan reported that they have a couple of them and he can move them around.

The Mayor reported that Bona Vista has another truck and was thinking it would be good to get it to replace one of the brush trucks.  He asked the council to consider it.  He thinks they are asking $22,000 and has about 70,000 miles on it.  There was a discussion about the possibility of recouping some of the cost if we sold the older one.  He also reported that the cameras in the park are almost done being installed in the parks.  Now we will be waiting for Connext to get internet run.  He noted that the other day someone cut through the fire department parking lot and about took out the ladder of the guy putting up the cameras.  He reminded people to be careful and not cut through parking lots.  He noted that once all the cameras are up and running, Troy will come to the council for a demonstration.  He also noted that Troy will be monitoring them free for three months.

At 6:58 p.m. Councilmember Jenkins moved to adjourn and was seconded by Councilmember Beal.  The vote was unanimous.                                                                 
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
