I. . OPEN MEETING/ROLL CALL
Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order. Councilmembers present were Steve Albrecht, Gregg Anderson, and Weston Johnson. Kelsey Brinkerhoff, Kassie Johnson, Carrie Brinkerhoff, and Jim Dudleston were also present. Scott and Kerry were absent.
II. PUBLIC COMMENT
There were no public comments.
III. ITEMS TO BE DISCUSSED 
Conex Box Wellhouse- The mayor reported that the Conex Box has been delivered to the well property and Ensign has given the plans for what needs to be done. The mayor and town council discussed and ultimately agreed to put the Connex Box project out for bid instead of managing it themselves Brennan told the mayor that if we need help, he is willing to help whatever we need to get this out for bid.
Subdivision Ordinance Fees- The council reviewed other town fees and decided on the fees for Bicknell Town. We will pass the subdivision ordinance and update the fee schedule next week at our November Town Council Meeting.
Commercial Zone Main Street/Highway 24- The council discussed the zoning ordinance and wording in it. Some thought it should be HWY 24 & Main Street while others believed it should just be HWY 24. There was some discussion and the council thought HWY 24 makes the most sense. The council agreed on giving homeowners options regarding the potential rezoning of Main Street, suggesting a timeline for them to apply for changes. This will be put on next week's agenda to vote on the change.
No camping ordinance- For the most part the council liked the no camping ordinance except for saying the sheriff's office would enforce it as we know they will not do that. The sheriff will be at next week's meeting and we will ask him about what they can and will do for the town on this matter.
Christmas Light Parade- Kassie Johnson explained where the parade would go and that she has at least 20 businesses committed. They will be sending out forms for the business to fill out and asking for a small donation toward the treats Santa will be handing out at the park at the end of the parade where the town will have a hot cocoa bar and donuts for everyone.
IV. MISCELLANEOUS
Steve has some emergency prepared papers that the Loa Stake has been working on and thought it would be a good idea to give the residents of Bicknell Access to. He had a note from Carly that he read to the council, Steve needs someone to put the flags up on November 11th he will be gone. Steve is also very concerned about the bird poop at the memorial. Gregg reported that Newby’s sprayed for the last time this year and thinks we should do it next year. Carrie reported she has put in for a rural communities grant to get signs for the park, plugs on the outside at the park, and to pave the north side from the pavilion to the play set.
