Call to Order/Roll Call

Mayor David Hair called the City Council Meeting to order for October 10, 2024 at 7:00
p-m. The roll call indicated Mayor David Hair and Councilmembers Pamela June, Jeremy
Ward, and Ryan Zollinger were in attendance with Councilmembers Clay Wilker and
Daniel Grange excused.

Opening remarks/Pledge of Allegiance
Councilmember Ward welcomed everyone to the council meeting. He offered a word of
prayer and then led all present in the pledge of allegiance.

Approval of agenda

The agenda for the City Council Meeting of October 10, 2024 was reviewed.
Councilmember Zollinger moved to approve the agenda for October 10, 2024.
Councilmember June seconded. Councilmembers Ward, June, and Zollinger voted yes
with Councilmembers Grange and Wilker excused. (A copy of the agenda is included with
the minutes as Attachment “A”.)

Approval of minutes of the previous meeting

The Council reviewed the minutes of the City Council Meeting on September 12, 2024.
Councilmember June motioned to approve the minutes for September 12, 2024.
Councilmember Ward seconded. Mayor Hair pointed out and corrected a typo in the
minutes. Councilmembers Ward, June, and Zollinger voted yes with Councilmembers
Grange and Wilker excused.

Message from CAPSA
Alyna Ohling presented a message to the Council about the services and support CAPSA
offers. She reviewed the numbers of Millville residents who have received CAPSA

services over the past year and discussed that there are needs in Millville for which
CAPSA can help.

Mayor Hair discussed having toured the CAPSA facilities and how impressed he was with
what they do there.
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Update from Connect

Lieren Hansen talked through the brand and name change from the Cache Valley Transit
District (CVTD) to Connect. She discussed the Pool service available to Millville residents
and how a trip can be scheduled. Lieren talked about the new Connect facility being built
near the airport. The planned grand opening for the new facility will be on January 13,
Lieren said that the focus of the board is the budget and being responsible stewards of that
money. (A copy of the last quarter Millville ridership numbers provided by Connect is
included with the minutes as Attachment “B”.)

Resident complaint about people living in a trailer on 300 South

Mayor Hair reviewed the issues on the complaint received from a resident concerning
people living in a trailer at 45 East 300 South. Cindy Henson who lives at that address
explained that she had let some people live in the trailer in front of her home temporarily
so that they had somewhere to live. She said that they are planning to move out of the
trailer and go to Salt Lake City by November of this year. Councilmember June asked if
the trailer would be gone from Cindy’s front yard. Cindy said that the trailer would still be
there, but nobody would be living in it.

Cindy explained that the issues with drugs that were referenced in the complaint were with
a different trailer and different people on her property.

After confirmation from Cindy that the people living in the trailer were planning to be
moved out by early November the Council set a date for November 15, 2024 for the City
to follow up and make sure that nobody was living in the trailer.

Public comment period
Mayor Hair opened the floor for any public comments. Nobody signed up for the public
comment portion of the meeting.

Consideration of resolution updating the Conflict of Interest Policy

Recorder Twedt said that he had made some minor edits to the Conflict of Interest Policy
based on his takeaways and direction given by the Council at the previous meeting. The
Council reviewed the proposed changes. There were some language updates to clarify what
“recusal” meant in the policy.

Councilmember Zollinger asked that this be reviewed at a future meeting when the rest of
the Council could be there. It was clarified that the three councilmembers present were in
favor of adopting the proposed changes, but that they would like the two missing
councilmembers to be able to provide their thoughts before a vote for approval is taken.

Councilmember Zollinger motioned to table this resolution until the next meeting
when the rest of the City Council could be available and weigh in on the issue.
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Councilmember Ward seconded. Councilmembers Ward, June, and Zollinger voted yes
with Councilmembers Grange and Wilker excused. (A copy of the related staff report is
included with the minutes as Attachment “C”.)

Public Comment Period Policy

Recorder Twedt reviewed a proposed Public Comment Policy. He explained that he had
not prepared this as a reaction to anything that had happened in a Millville City Council
meeting, but in trainings he has attended several attorneys have recommended every city
have a policy like this in place to ensure you can enforce issues with public comments
when and if they arise.

Councilmember June discussed the restriction on signs in.the Council chambers. The
consensus of the Council was that the policy should remain as drafted.

Councilmember Ward motioned to adopt Resolution 2024-19. Councilmember
Zollinger seconded. Councilmembers Ward, June, and Zollinger voted yes with
Councilmembers Grange and Wilker excused. (A copy of the adopted resolution is
included with the minutes as Attachment “D”.)

Review of Utility Adjustments for FY25 O1
Treasurer Dyer reported on the utility adjustments made through the first quarter of fiscal
year 2025.

Budget review for FY25 Q1

Recorder Twedt reported on the budget progress through the first quarter of fiscal year
2025. He said that he felt everything was looking good so far this year and he didn’t have
any specific items to discuss with the Council. (A copy of the related staff report is
included with the minutes as Attachment “E”.)

Councilmember Ward discussed the need for a traffic sign that displays driver’s speeds. He
said he would like to look at adding this next time the budget is revised or seek donations
from the public to pay for some signs.

Discussion on new pavilion for South Park

Mayor Hair discussed his desire for some kind of community center in the City with some
sports courts and a location for the public to hold events. He suggested the City may want
to send out a survey to see what people would like to have in this type of community
center. Mayor Hair said that he feels some residents would be willing to donate to help pay
for a facility like this.
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Mayor Hair asked the Council to think about this and said that it could be revisited later. It
was discussed that the City will need to decide soon what they plan to do with the
$150,000 partial funding that they have received for a pavilion at the south park.

Winter Social Planning

The consensus of the Council was to look for a restaurant for the annual employee winter
social this year instead of having a meal catered at the North Park pavilion. Recorder
Twedt said he would look at some options for a Monday in January and get information
back to the Council.

City Reports
Director of Public Works Chad Kendrick discussed the asphalt that the City had received

in the past two weeks as part of the sewer project.

Director Kendrick said that Public Works would be blowing out sprinklers and moving
from the wells to the spring for culinary water for the winter.

Director Kendrick reported that they had just completed a round of water testing and the
results had been good. This includes the nitrate levels from Glenridge Well which have
remained low.

Councilmember Reports and Items for Future Agendas
(A copy of the Councilmember Assignments List is included with the minutes as
Attachment “F”.)

Recorder Twedst said that there is a home in the unincorporated portion of Cache County
that directly borders the Millville sewer line. The owner of the property is interested in
connecting their home to the Millville sewer lines in the future. Recorder Twedt said that
he has been trying to reach out to the County to see what they thought of the request. The
City Council expressed some concerns about connecting homes to the sewer system
outside the Millville City limits.

Adjournment
Councilmember Zollinger motioned to adjourn the meeting. Councilmember Ward

seconded. Councilmembers Ward, June, and Zollinger voted yes with Councilmembers
Grange and Wilker excused. The meeting adjourned at 8:39 p.m.

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AGENDA REPORT: COUNTY RESIDENT SEWER CONNECTION November 14, 2024

Background

Millville City does not currently provide any utility services to people that live outside of the
City limits. Since the sewer system is getting closer to coming online, we have had a few
different inquiries into connecting and one official request.

Cami Jacobson owns parcel 03-064-0009 located in unincorporated Cache County at the
intersection of 4600 S. 700 W. The Millville sewer line passes on the property directly south of
her property. There are water table issues with her property and she is requesting to connect to
the Millville sewer line.

Although many cities have strict restrictions and don’t provide utility services to anyone outside
of their city boundaries, some cities allow homes outside of their city to connect. When
provided to non-city residents, a premium of 50% is generally added.

The Council briefly discussed this request at the October City Council meeting. At the November
meeting, the request is on the agenda and should be considered by the Council and a motion
should be made. The Council has the option of setting hard rules for acceptance or non-
acceptance of these types of requests in the future or to review these requests on a case-by-
case basis.

If the Council decides to allow the Jacobson’s to connect, a resolution will be developed for
review at a future meeting setting an acceptable rate premium for non-City residents using
municipal utilities.

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AGENDA REPORT: SOLID WASTE RATES November 14, 2024

Background

On May 31, 2022, Logan City gave official notice to the other cities in Cache Valley that they
would no longer be offering garbage services to residents outside of Logan City. The Cache
Waste Consortium was then established consisting of most of the cities in Cache Valley.

On March 22, 2023, the Cache Waste Consortium signed a Solid Waste Services Agreement
with Waste Management for garbage collection services.

A letter dated September 16, 2024 was sent from Waste Management to the Cache Waste
Consortium indicating that per section 6 b of the service agreement, rates were to be increased
according to the average Consumer Price Index increase at a rate of 5.1%. The rate increase was
to go into effect on October 1, 2024. Millville City received the letter and notice of the change
on November 4, 2024.

With this increase from our service provider, the City will need to increase the rate charged to
Millville residents. As a reminder, in an attempt of having the service rates cover the actual
costs of providing garbage collection services, Millville City adopted a resolution in 1996 adding
an additional fee of $0.50 to cover administrative costs. In addition to basic Millville admin
costs which have increased a bit since 1996, we now have a small yearly fee for the Cache
Waste Consortium overhead costs. Millville’s portion of the CWC costs this year was $577.
Although this resolution does not include an increase to the $0.50 admin fee, the Council will
be provided with more data and should consider an increase next year.

Below is a cost comparison showing what Millville residents are currently paying and the
proposed monthly charges going forward.

This rate change
would go into effect on November 1, 2024 since the City has already been billed at the higher
rate.

UPDATING FEES FOR GARBAGE COLLECTION

WHEREAS, on March 31, 2022, Logan City provided official notice that they would no
longer be providing garbage collection services to Millville City; and

WHEREAS, on November 16, 2022, the Millville City Council signed the Interlocal
Cooperative Agreement between Cache County and Participating Municipalities of Cache
County for the Creation of an Interlocal Entity for County and Municipal Solid Waste Disposal
creating the Cache Waste Consortium; and

WHEREAS, on March 22, 2023, the Cache Waste Consortium signed a Solid Waste
Services Agreement with Waste Management for garbage collection services; and

WHEREAS, the Solid Waste Services Agreement outlines updated service fees for
garbage and recycling collection; and

WHEREAS, a letter dated September 16, 2024 was sent from Waste Management to the
Cache Waste Consortium indicating that per section 6 b of the service agreement, rates were to
be increased according to the average Consumer Price Index increase at a rate of 5.1%; and

WHEREAS, the Millville City Council has adopted a resolution setting the garbage
collection fee at $0.50 higher than the assessed fee by the contracted garbage collection provider
to cover the administration costs for Millville City staff and the Cache Waste Consortium
overhead costs;

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Millville City Council adopts the following
solid waste service fees:

It has been a pleasure serving the citizens of the Cache Waste Consortium during the past year.
WM sincerely values your patronage and looks forward to continuing our partnership.

Based on our service agreement with the Cache Waste Consortium the following changes will
be made effective October 1, 2024.

Summary of Adjustments

o As Per section 6 b. of the service agreement, Rates shall be increased or decreased by
an amount equal to the then-current rates multiplied by 100% of the percentage change
of the average Consumer Price Index, Water and Sewer and Trash Collection Services.
From the 12-month period ending the next previous August 30 to the average CPI-U for
the 12-month period ending the previous August 30. This year’s CPI reflected a 5.1%
increase, Rates have been adjusted accordingly.

Attached is the Rate Exhibit and Consumer Price Index, which demonstrates how we calculated
the annual adjustments.

The policy, if adopted, would also create a clear
position for Millville City that speed bumps/humps will not be used on public streets.

MILLVILLE CITY SPEED BUMP/HUMP POLICY

The City of Millville does not install temporary or permanent speed bumps/humps on any public
streets. There are several reasons for this policy.

Research shows that speed bumps/humps only reduce speeds immediately before and after the
actual bump/hump. To be effective, research shows that speed bumps/humps must be installed
every 200 feet. This is not feasible, since the bumps/humps will then significantly slow
emergency response times. A single speed bump/hump can increase response time by 10 to 15
seconds. Multiple bumps/humps have the potential to add significant time to an overall response.
A report presented in 2000 to the City of Austin, Texas, showed that an additional 37 cardiac
arrest patients would die each year in that city if emergency vehicles were delayed just 30
seconds by traffic-calming efforts such as speed bumps/humps.

Speed humps/bumps are very problematic for snow removal. They can break the plow or the
plow can damage the speed bumps/humps.

Speed bumps/humps tend to be divisive within neighborhoods. Although some residents want
them, others often file complaints or even lawsuits. Drivers will usually look for alternate routes
to avoid speed bumps/humps which increase traffic (and speeds) on adjacent and nearby streets.
Speed bumps/humps can also reduce property values as many prospective homebuyers reject
home sites near speed bumps/humps.

Speed bumps/humps are expensive. The estimated cost of installation is around $10,000. After
installation, additional time and cost are needed for maintenance. They are also expensive to
remove if they fall out of favor or a court orders removal.

Speed bumps/humps result in additional wear and tear on cars and can add additional hazards
during the winter with snow and ice as drivers brake and lose their momentum and control on
hilly streets. Cities have been found liable for damage or accidents resulting from speed
bumps/humps.

There are numerous cases across the State of Utah where speed bumps/humps have been
installed and later removed as the desired effect was not obtained. It has been determined that
drivers still travel at a higher rate of speed in between the humps. This results in noise reports
from the quick deceleration, the bump itself, and the fast acceleration after the bump.

AGENDA REPORT: CONFLICT OF INTEREST POLICY UPDATE November 14, 2024

Background

In 2021, the Millville City Council adopted an official Ethical Behavior and Conflict of Interest
Policy. At the September 2024 City Council meeting, Councilmember June reviewed with the
rest of the Council some potential code changes that would restrict elected officials from
development in the City while they are in office. Following the discussion at that meeting, the
Council asked Recorder Twedt to propose some possible updates to the existing Ethical
Behavior and Conflict of Interest Policy that would clarify how an elected official might be
restricted in participation in a meeting in which there is a conflict of interest.

The proposed updates to the Ethical Behavior and Conflict of Interest Policy define more clearly
what recusal might be in Millville City when there is a conflict of interest and expands the policy
to more clearly apply to appointees and other City employees — as well as elected officials —if a
conflict of interest exists.

The resolution and updates were reviewed at the October 2024 City Council meeting. The
Council said that they were in favor of the changes but asked that this be reviewed again at the
November meeting as two of the councilmembers were not able to attend the October
meeting.

MILLVILLE CITY CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND ETHICAL
BEHAVIOR POLICY

Overview

The Millville City Council and the officers, appointees, and employees of Millville City should
individually commit themselves in their official capacity to ethical, business-like, and lawful
conduct, including acting with decorum and ensuring the appropriate use of their authority.
Millville City representatives must avoid even the appearance of impropriety to ensure and
maintain public confidence in Millville City. Representatives owe a fiduciary duty to Millville
City and must not act in a manner that is contrary to that duty or to the interests of Millville City.
They must place the interests of Millville City over their own personal interests with respect to
the governance, policy, strategic direction, and operations of Millville City.

Policy

It is the intent of Millville City to meet and exceed those protections against conflicts of interest
contained in State law. Under this policy, a conflict of interest arises when an officer has a
personal interest in a matter that is or may be in conflict with or contrary to Millville City’s
interests and objectives to such an extent that the officer is or may not be able to exercise
independent and objective judgment within the context of the best interest of Millville City. For
the purposes of this policy, an officer’s personal interest includes those of his or her relatives,
business associates or other persons or organizations with whom he or she is closely associated.

A. The following provisions shall serve as a guide to officers with respect to the affairs of
Millville City:

1. Millville City officers, appointees, and employees shall not receive, accept, take,
or solicit, directly or indirectly, anything of economic value as a gift, gratuity, or
favor from a person or entity if it could be reasonably expected that the gift,
gratuity, or favor would influence the yote, action, or judgment, or be considered

(

Deleted: officer’s

as part of a reward for action or inaction.

2. The complete confidentiality of proprietary business information must be
respected at all times. Officers, appointees, and employees are prohibited from
knowingly disclosing such information, or in any way using such information for
personal gain or advancement, or to the detriment of Millville City, or to
individually conduct negotiations or make contacts or inquiries on behalf of
Millville City unless officially designated by the Millville City Council.

3. Officers are prohibited from acquiring or having a financial interest in any
property that Millville City acquires.

4. If members of the immediate family of an officer, appointee, or employee have a
financial interest in any property that Millville City acquires, such interest shall be
fully disclosed to the Millville City Council, which shall decide if such interest




should prevent Millville City from entering into a particular transaction, purchase,
or engagement of services. The term “immediate family” means spouse, parent,

(
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dependent children, and other dependent relatives.

When a conflict of interest exists, the officer, appointee, or employee shall
publicly declare the nature of the conflict, file a disclosure statement, and recuse
himself or herself from any official action involving the conflict. Recusal, in this

(

Deleted: on

case, means that the officer, appointee, or employee will not vote on the matter
and will not participate in the board’s discussion of the matter for which there is a
conflict of interest. The officer, appointee, or employee shall sit with and
participate in the discussion as a member of the public as is generally permitted

by the City Council.

Officers, appointees, and employees may not realize, seek, or acquire a personal
interest in a business that does business with Millville City.

Officers, appointees, and employees shall complete a Conflict of Interest
Disclosure Form annually by the end of January. Completed Forms shall be
submitted to the Millville City Recorder and shall be made available to the public
upon request.

The Millville City Recorder shall provide copies of all completed forms to the
Mayor at the end of January each year.

The Mayor shall review all completed forms and consider the disclosures. The
Mayor should make changes to assignments, duties, or contracts deemed
appropriate to eliminate or mitigate conflicts of interest within Millville City.
