The meeting was called to order at 9:15 AM.


· WELCOME
Chair Lowry Snow called the meeting to order, offering apologies for the delayed start due to inclement weather. He noted that Chair Teuscher would be joining later. Chair Snow warmly welcomed both board members and the public, and provided an update on the progress of The Point project since the last meeting.


· BOARD SERVICE PRESENTATION
Chair Snow presented an award to Commissioner Geoff Landward in recognition of his dedicated service to the board.  


· PUBLIC COMMENT
Chair Snow opened the floor for public comments, emphasizing that The Point is a community-centered project and highlighting the importance of public input. However, no comments were offered at this time

In addition, Chair Snow, welcomed DFCM Interim Director Andy Marr as a new member of the board. Andy will serve as Ex-Officio to the board.


· MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 8, 2024 BOARD MEETING
Chair Snow asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the October 8, 2024 meeting.

Director of Operations, Don Willie, reported on POMSLA's operating and internal expenses. While some unexpected expenses have impacted the budget, these are expected to balance out as the year progresses. Currently, 67% of the annual budget remains. A notable portion of expenditures has been dedicated to the nationwide search for the executive director, along with DTS charges for the new director's onboarding.


· UPDATED SUB CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT REVIEW POLICY
Don Willie presented an updated sub-campus development review policy for the board’s consideration, guiding members through the proposed changes and their implications. The updated policy addresses proposals submitted directly to the board from third parties outside The Point Partners, simplifying the process to a streamlined two-step submission before reaching the board for approval. This change will apply specifically to these third-party submissions, making the process more efficient.

Comments were raised regarding The Point Partners' four-step process, including whether this process would continue, the necessity of board approval, and the level of project scrutiny involved. Senator Stevenson noted the importance of moving projects through the process efficiently and expressed his support for maintaining expediency.
