1. Closed Session was held from 5:00 – 5:30 pm in accordance with UCA 52-4-205(l)(d) strategy session to discuss the purchase, real property associated with West Davis Corridor
2. Open Session began at 5:30
3. Welcome to Layton City
Mayor Bob Stevenson
The national Anthem sung by Maddy Jensen, 12 year old 2013 Kaysville Idol winner from Kaysville City.

A brief History of Layton Amphitheater was given by Dawn Brandvold, representing Davis Arts Council.  
All present were invited to attend one of the next three Summer Nights performances.
4. Request for Property Purchase - West Davis Corridor Preservation 
Randy Jefferies and Dian McGuire from UDOT, along with Tony Thompson, Davis County Planning, presented requests to fund purchases for four properties in conjunction with the West Davis Corridor Preservation.  UDOT has received and carefully evaluated each of the four requests for property purchase. These were reviewed in detail within the closed session just prior to this meeting.  
Discussion ensued about the importance of gaining water rights with purchased properties or having the purchase prices adjusted to reflect the lack of water access.

Motion:  Mayor Hiatt made a motion to authorize UDOT to purchase the four properties presented, with the stipulation that water rights be included with the purchase; if water rights are not included, the purchase price must be discounted or reduced by the amount of the value of the water rights.  Commissioner Downs provided the 2nd.  Mayor Jim Talbot voted ‘Nay.”  The motion carried by majority vote. 
West Davis Corridor Preservation Update
Randy Jeffries shared that the date for the record of decision for the route for the West Davis Corridor has been delayed.  Following the draft EIS, UDOT received 1600 comments.  In order to be judicious in this decision process, UDOT has been conducting workshops, continued conversations and research to make the best decision.  This process is taking more time than anticipated.  In order to look at options and to listen to input, such as the Shared Solution Alternative proposal and others, including revaluating land use, the decision for the final EIS is anticipated in the spring of 2015, followed by a record of decision to come out by next summer.  
Mayor Hiatt inquired as to when UDOT will disallow additional proposals and solutions.  Randy Jeffries responded that UDOT is not taking new solutions but is considering only those offered during the official comment period that has now closed.

5. Transportation Update
Neka Roundy, chairman of the Chamber of Commerce Transportation Board presented a report from the Davis Chamber Transportation Minutes of Transportation Committee Meeting held July 23, 2014.  The Transportation board acknowledges the growing need and the fact that cities are struggling to fund transportation needs as the B& C funds simply are inadequate.  All cities are have to use general funds to try to meet the demand.  A copy of the minutes from that Transportation Board Meeting will be attached to these minutes. The Transportation Board urges mayors and cities to be actively aware and involved as transportation and transportation funding will become increasingly critical.  This will be an important item to pay attention to at the upcoming Utah League of Cities and Towns (ULCT) conference which will be held the second week in September.  ULCT will introduce a media packet at the business session on September 11, 2014. Senator Stewart Adams says it will take a ‘unified, coordinated, ground-swell effort’ in addressing this issue.   It is critical that the cities in Davis County and northern Utah work in a unified fashion to address these issues.  Senator Adams will join COG for the September 27 meeting to further address transportation needs.  Please stay actively aware and involved.
6. Approval of June Minutes

Motion:  Mayor Lewis made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 2014 COG meeting.  
Mayor MacFarlane provided the 2nd and the motion passed by unanimous vote.
7. WFRC - 2015-2020 TIP
Ben Wuthrich, Wasatch Front Regional Council, presented the proposed 2015-2020 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).  This reflects the results from the public comment period which was open from June 28 through August 2, 2014.  

The Wasatch Front Regional Council's TIP is a six-year program of highway and transit projects for the Salt Lake-West Valley and Ogden-Layton Urbanized Areas.  It is a compilation of projects from the various federal, state, and local funding programs for all the cities and counties in the Region, as well as for the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) and the Utah Transit Authority (UTA).  Projects included in the program will implement the Long Range Highway and Transit Plans for the Region, help meet the short range needs of the area, and provide for the maintenance of the existing transportation system.
