· EMMC 17.46 Transfer of Development Rights Overlay Zone: This code would create an overlay zone to allow for development rights to be transferred from a sending zone to a receiving zone. It would allow for increased density in the receiving zone in exchange for a conservation easement in the sending zone. This would allow the City to preserve open space and sensitive lands without having to use taxpayer funds while simultaneously allowing for more housing in other less sensitive areas to help address the housing crisis.
