
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 25, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Commissioner Elect Greg Todd, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Kirk Christensen with Upper Country Water and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working on Mortensen Lane, CR 52. They ran out of gravel, but they are trying to get it paved. Paving should be done this week. 
Director Murphy also reported that Burdick Materials wants to close 3000 West from Highway 40 to 200 North in Roosevelt for thirty (30) days to get the project done faster. This would save 2-3 weeks on the project progress. Commissioner Peatross stated that it’s to everyone’s benefit to get the project done earlier, but we need to advertise the closure for at least a few days before it happens. This should’ve been a part of the plan a few weeks ago.  Let’s have them come to us with a plan. Commissioner Peatross moved to authorize Chairman Winterton to approve a road closure schedule project when it’s been scheduled and the public has been properly noticed. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.  
Mr. Christensen stated that he feels that the seven hundred dollar ($700) road crossing fee is steep. They do 3-5 a year and the geology makes it almost impossible to bore. He liked it where it was at two hundred dollars ($200). They have a one hundred thousand dollar ($100,000) bond that the county is on. Commissioner Peatross suggested that they look at the blanket coverage and have Attorney Allred review it. 
Discussion Of Property Taxes
Treasurer Colene Nelson & property owners Ru & Bill Vhang joined the meeting at 9:33 A.M…
Mrs. Vhang stated that they bought property from a Sheriff sale in 2013 and they just received their tax notice showing there are three (3) year’s back taxes owed. The delinquent taxes were not disclosed when they purchased the property. They are asking if the commission would consider waiving the penalty and interest fees of almost four thousand five hundred dollars ($4,500). Treasurer Nelson stated that they owe a total of forty three thousand nine hundred five dollars ($43,905.00) as of August 8, 2014. The commissioners all agreed to allow the relief of interest and penalty fees based on what has happened if paid within a year.
Information Systems Department Update
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree & Lisa Henrie from the HR Department joined the meeting at 9:47 A.M…
Director Ogletree reported that our camera system here in the Administration Building is dying. HCI says it’s going to cost $5,000-$7,000. We have a lack of coverage with the system we have now and with a new system, audio and quality coverage would go up. Our current system is obsolete and has been for three (3) years. For a new system, it would cost fifty one thousand dollars ($51,000) for sixteen (16) cameras in high resolution. Commissioner Peatross stated that if it needs changed, there is no value waiting, the money is in the bank. Commissioner Wood moved to approve up to fifty one thousand five hundred fifty eight dollars and twenty five cents ($51,559.25) to come out of Information Systems 41 account. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners vote aye and the motion passed. 
Director Ogletree also reported that Garett Lamb left for an oilfield job, so they are searching for a replacement for his position. 
Consideration Of Information Technology Resources Acceptable Use Policy
Director Ogletree stated that Utah Counties Indemnity Pool (UCIP) has reviewed our use policy and they suggested that we be more direct, but it’s a good general policy. Commissioner Wood stated that he would like to have a chance to read it through. Agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding The Travel Management Planning Programmatic Agreement
County/Community Planning Administration joined the meeting at 10:11 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that we received a letter from Juan Palma, BLM State Director inviting us to a meeting being held on September 4. Unfortunately, the Energy Summit is the same day and we won’t be able to attend, but we ask that they keep us informed.
Consideration Of Vouchers

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:17 A.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 129033 through 129106 dated August 25, 2014 in the amount of one hundred two thousand three hundred seventy four dollars and ninety six cents ($102,374.96). Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of A Business License Application For Uintah Basin Lawn & Landscaping

Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the business license application as presented. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Minutes For Combined Commission Meeting Held August 18, 2014
