3. Public Hearing and Motion on conditional use permit for a 21foot tall, 2,400 square foot pole barn to be located at 776 West Vine Street.

Presented by Rachelle Custer

Ms. Custer stated that the applicant, Mr. Davis has requested a conditional use permit to construct a 21foot tall pole barn on his property at 776 West Vine Street. This is an accessory structure in an RR-1 zone and any structure over 15 ft. in height requires a conditional use permit.  He is not exceeding lot coverage which means all the Commission needs to address is the height.  Staff recommends approval with the following conditions:

1. That all requirements of the Tooele City Engineering and Public Works Divisions are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting.
2. That all requirements of the Tooele City Building division are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting.
3. That all requirements of the Tooele City Fire Department are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site.
4. Curb, gutter and sidewalk are installed prior to Certificate of Occupancy per Tooele City code 7-22-3.

Commissioner Poyner noted that in the packet that the Commission received it states that this item has a public hearing but it did not say that on their agenda.  

Ms. Custer apologized and said that this was advertised as a public hearing, but left off in the Commissioners packet.  

Chairman Robinson stated that this is a public hearing if anyone would like to come forward and address this issue.  No one came forward.  

Chairman Robinson closed the public hearing at 7:03 p.m.

Commissioner Sloan moved to approve the Conditional use permit request by David Davis, for the construction of a 21 foot tall, 2,400 square foot pole barn to be located at 776 W Vine Street, application 2140416, based on the findings and subject to the following conditions also listed in the staff report dated August 27, 2014:  

1. That all requirements of the Tooele City Engineering and Public Works Divisions are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting.
2. That all requirements of the Tooele City Building division are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting.
3. That all requirements of the Tooele City Fire Department are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site.
4. Curb, gutter and sidewalk are installed prior to Certificate of Occupancy per Tooele City code 7-22-3.
