APPROVAL OF MINUTES

THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF JULY 08, 2014 WERE APPROVED AS WRITTEN ON A MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCOTT, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SUMMERS AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City showed the commissioners a large book from the United Nations. She explained that in the book it gives them control over all water, land, and air through their conservation programs.  She stated this land was given to us by our Heavenly Father and was established by our forefathers through property rights.  She quoted Lyndon B. Johnson and said he gave us a great socialist society.  She urged the Commissioners to protect the citizens’ individual rights by restoring limited government.  

Don Dunbar of Brigham City thanked Commissioner Summers for the opening prayer. He told a story of his friend who was a congressman, who would throw out anything unconstitutional and encouraged his colleagues to stick by the constitution. Mr. Dunbar said he is concerned about losing the human resources director to a job position in Salt Lake City that had not been advertised.  He expressed concerns about elected officials resigning mid-term. The people have put their trust in these individuals and when they quit mid-stream, the citizens lose faith.  
APPOINTMENT TO FILL BRWCD VACANCY – VONEENE JORGENSEN

Bear River Water Conservancy Director Voneene Jorgensen stated LaRall Thompson has been a representative on their board for over twenty years and has resigned.  He was the representative for Bothwell, Howell, and Thatcher area.  She thanked him for his dedicated service.  Ms. Jorgensen said they have advertised the mid-term vacancy properly and received one letter from Russell D. Howe.  She recommended the vacancy be filled by Mr. Howe with the term expiring December 31, 2017.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to appoint Russell D. Howe to fill the vacancy on the Bear River Water Conservancy District Board representing the Bothwell, Howell, and Thatcher area with the term expiring December 31, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

MORGAN SMALL SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated the Morgan Small Subdivision is a one-lot subdivision located at 14664 North 6000 West, west of Riverside  The plat has been through all necessary department reviews.  
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Morgan Small Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
ELIASON ONE-LOT SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated the Eliason One-Lot Subdivision is located in the Snowville area.  It is a 5.5 acre lot.  The plat has been through all the necessary department reviews.
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Eliason One-Lot Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
CONSULTANT SERVICES CONTRACT #14-20 – JENICA BAGGS
This item was tabled for the commissioners to obtain further information.
POLICY UPDATES – JENICA BAGGS

HR Analyst/Fleet Manager Jenica Baggs advised the commission on changes made to policies in the employee handbook. She stated the changes to Section 2 are redundant to Section 8, specifying benefits of full-time and part-time employees. Section 13 has minor clean-up changes, Section 14 has one change renaming the Personnel Department as the Human Resources Department, Sections 16 and 19 include the new updated cell phone law, and Section 21 defines accidents and using a designated doctor.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the policy updates as given.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

2013 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS & AUDIT REPORT – TOM KOTTER/FRED BURR

Auditor Tom Kotter gave an overview of the audit to the commissioners and explained the booklet given to them.  He thanked Wiggins & Company for their patience and expertise.  He commended his staff for their hard work and diligence.  He touched on a few highlights of the audit such as the prepayment of bonds, no new debt, and increased assets because of the fairgrounds.

Fred Burr of Wiggins & Company stated all fund balances are extremely healthy, which is hard to find in government. It shows the county uses their budgets as a management tool. Most department heads and elected officials are very conscious of their budgets and are resourceful.

Jodi McFall of Wiggins & Company read through the findings.  She stated there were three findings which included reconciliations at the solid waste facility, funds being over budget, and posting to the transparency website.  She touched on improvements that have been made since last year’s audit and commended the Auditor’s Office for implementing processes that fixed prior issues.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to accept the 2013 Financial Statements and Audit Report. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
