Chair Stephen Handy called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

COMMISSION BUSINESS:

Mr. Handy introduced the commissioners and staff members that assist the commission.  He welcomed the newest commissioner, Falyn Owens.  Ms. Owens provided an overview of her professional background.  She is the Executive Director of the Garfield County Office of Tourism.

PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  He gave an overview of the newly released annual report.  He also shared a video highlighting the events and media campaign from the past fiscal year.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for the third period of FY2025.  He noted that revenue is flat and expenses are down.  The department is on track to return $14.4 million to the general fund.

Ms. Clason outlined the statutory process to collect administrative fees.  Ms. Clason and Mr. Darrington provided an overview of the three proposed fees.  The commissioners, Ms. Clason and Mr. Darrington discussed the fees and the reasons to collect the fees.  Mr. Handy asked for public input.  No public comments were received.

Ms. Thue moved to approve the proposed administrative fees for restocking, GRAMA fulfillment for private requesters, and fingerprinting.  Mr. Jacobson seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason gave an update on the licenses renewed last month.  The license types included airport lounge, banquet, hospitality, hotel, resort and restaurants.  A total of 1,388 licenses were renewed.  33 restaurant licenses were not renewed. 

Ms. Clason also recognized Stephne Hansen, Program Manager, and the off-premise licensing team.  In addition to visiting 1,700 off-premise retailers, the team reviewed over 2,000 beer label applications to make sure their formulas and labels comply with statute.  Ms. Clason thanked the team for their hard work.

Mr. Meier provided an update on the Rare High Demand Product (RHDP) program.  He noted the most recent drawing went well.

Rob Hansen gave an overview of the applications noting the licenses granted will be effective today.  

Ms. Clason noted the department received a public comment on #1 The Venus Club in Tooele.  She read the comment that outlined safety concerns in the area surrounding the bar.  Mr. Jacobson asked staff to report on their findings.  Mr. Sommerlath provided an update noting the previous owner is no longer associated with the establishment.  Mr. Jacobson stated the applicant appears to meet the statutory requirements and they have a viable manager in place.

Jesse Lewis came forward to address the commission.  Mr. Lewis explained that he was recently hired to take over management of The Venus Club and plans to take over ownership in the future.  He also addressed the public comment noting there are several abandoned buildings, and he is working with the adjacent businesses to clean up the area.

Ms. Thue moved to grant a bar establishment license to ready to operate applicant #1 The Venus Club LLC in Tooele; and conditional bar establishment licenses to all other applicants #1 Bout Time Pub & Grub Draper in Draper and #2 Kiitos Brewing in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Tarazon seconded the motion.  Mr. Handy, Ms. Orton, Ms. Tarazon, Ms. Thue, Ms. Owens and Mr. Jacobson voted yea; Ms. Tennert voted nay.  The motion passed.

a.	The commissioners reported on their recent visits to Type 2 and Type 3 package agencies.  Mr. Jacobson confirmed with staff that efforts are being made to solicit applicants for the next round of licensing.

b.	Representatives from Smith’s Food & Drug and Atomic Biscuit, participating virtually, asked for confirmation that their licenses were approved.  Staff confirmed that both licenses were approved via the consent agenda.
