Report from Planning Commission
Jarod Maw reported that the Planning Commission discussed amending Site Development Standards in A-1, A-2 zones and also discussed the definition of Corner Lot Frontage and Two-Family Dwellings (Duplex). The Planning Commission will bring their recommendations to the City Council at the next meeting. He noted that they will be discussing DADU’s and ADU’s regarding existing structures. The Mayor asked if they are still working on a residential overlay.  It was noted that the Mayor had given them a sample of what another city was doing and asked the Planning Commission to look at it.  Jarod noted that the commission felt the current overlay zone is adequate.

Discussion/Motion:  Subdivision Amendment – Fremont Estates Phase 2 – 1646 N 4325 W – Jason Shult
It was noted that the address is 1564 N 4325 W. The City Council reviewed the proposed plat amendment recommendation from the Planning Commission. Councilmember Wilson moved to approve the subdivision amendment for 1546 N 4325 W of Fremont Estates Phase 2 as presented. Councilmember Favero seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried. 

Discussion/Motion:  Interlocal Agreement – Multi-Jurisdictional Building Inspection Services
Trent Meyerhoffer provided a summary of the agreement in Utah Code 15A-1-105. This interlocal cooperation agreement adds each municipality to the other’s third-party inspection firm list, as well as allows each municipality to provide mutual assistance and share their collective building inspection capabilities. This resolution approves this interlocal cooperation agreement for shared building inspector services. Councilmember Jenkins moved to Resolution 2024-12 allowing the signing of the interlocal agreement. Councilmember Favero seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.

Report from City Council
Councilmember Wilson reported that she met with Chris from the landfill and she will put some purchase items on the agenda once she has all the information.
The Mayor wanted to make the Council aware of the updated camera system SD cards in each camera. The cost increased from $2200 each to $8800 and he is asking the council to approve the increase in the cost of the SD cards. Councilmember Wilson felt that we should only pay the difference as they will be able to use the old ones in other systems. Diane noted that it will show up on the next warrant register. The Council members agreed to pay the difference from the original bid.
