1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

3. Discussion:

· Ordinance 2014-09 An Ordinance of Tooele City Amending Sections 4-8-4 and 7-22-3 of the Tooele City Code Relating to Right-of-Way Improvement Requirements
Presented by Jim Bolser

Mr. Bolser stated that this is an Ordinance that the Council discussed two meetings ago.  Mr. Bolser said that the Ordinance was a good, sound policy before, but it is time for a modification.  The Ordinance has gone through Planning Commission and has been forwarded to the Council without any proposed changes.  Councilman Pruden said that he remembered when this was changed years ago.  He appreciated that staff recognized that it was time for it to be modified again.  Mr. Baker stated that he doesn't see this modification as a reversal, but as a good balance.  The existing policy was drafted by Councilman John Cluff and Mr. Baker in about 1998 and originated out of a proliferation of streets improved only to the center line of the right-of-way, which caused aesthetic and public safety concerns.  
· Rocky Mountain Care – Final Plat Approval Request



Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser stated that the Council saw this plat last fall.  Nothing has changed on the plat since the Council last saw it.  However, since it has been so long, the plat has expired and needs to be brought back before the Council for approval.  Chairman Pratt asked when construction would begin.  Mr. Bolser stated that the plans were in his office, and although he wasn’t sure about the time frame, they should begin soon. 

· Resolution 2014-42 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Authorizing the Mayor to Sign a Contract with Newman Construction for Construction of the Rodeo Grounds Well House and Pump Line

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen explained that this project would be funded by culinary water impact fees.  The rodeo grounds well house and pump line project was put out for public bid.  The City received three bids, with Newman Construction as the low bidder.  April 1st of next year is the projected completion date.  Mr. Hansen went on to say that the pumps were bought separately, so that invoice will be presented before the Council at a later date.  Chairman Pratt asked what type of security would be placed around the well house.  Mr. Hansen answered that a chain link fence would be placed there.
· Resolution 2014-41 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract Scope and Price Adjustment with Broken Arrow Incorporated for Removal and Replacement of Additional Unsuitable Material along Tooele Boulevard South, Between Tooele Applied Technology College (TATC) and 700 South

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen reminded the Council that a change order was recently approved for lighting on this road.  Mr. Hansen stated that this should be the last change order for this project.  Unfavorable clay and other materials were found under the road and the City is obligated to reimburse the contractor to remove and replace it.   The cost to remove and replace it is $82,225.21.  Mr. Hansen stated that the contractor will leave as much as they can on site, to try and save most of it, but leaving a lot of material on the lots may make it look like a dumping site.  Councilman Pruden asked if the material could be used on a City park.  Mr. Hansen answered that that may be a possibility.      

4.  Council Reports:
Councilwoman Winn attended the last arts council meeting, but stated that she would let Councilman Pruden give that report.  The Communities that Care (CTC) board met a couple of weeks ago.  At one time, this program was not part of the City budget, but is now.  Councilwoman Winn feels that it is money well spent.  Councilwoman Winn complimented Heidi Peterson on how organized she is and her knowledge of the programs.  CTC is offering free QPR (suicide prevention) training.  Councilwoman Winn has attended this training.  CTC has been able to train 700 people over the last 3 months.  Next week is National Suicide Prevention week, and a training session will be made available for the public on the 16th.  Training is also being offered to the Tooele County Health Department.  The Mayor stated that the City is offering this training to all City employees.  According to Ms. Peterson seniors have the highest population of suicide rates.  She and Councilwoman Winn are trying to get classes offered to seniors.  
A new program, Second Step, will be offered in the schools.  There won’t be as much overhead with this program because the school board is purchasing the materials.  Councilwoman Winn felt that CTC is moving in the right direction and looking to the future.  
CTC has also joined with Chamber of Commerce to try to get businesses more involved.  They are challenging businesses to get 2 or more employees to either complete QPR or Guiding Good Choices, or to contribute to the youth recognition awards.  

In the North Tooele Special Service District (NTSSD) meeting, they seemed disappointed that the district will stay within the current boundaries and not grow.  They had questions about the budget and how plans were reviewed.  Councilwoman Winn stated that she emailed Mr. Bolser some questions and he responded within 24 hours.  She expressed appreciation to Mr. Bolser for his quick and informative response.   Mr. Baker stated that the City has retained Brent Rose to shrink the district to the boundaries established in the settlement agreement.  Mr. Rose will be reaching out to the board at some point to establish a working relationship and accomplish the district boundary revision. 

Councilman McCall had nothing to report.
Councilman Wardle said that he met with the USU board two weeks ago.  They are approximately $70,000 under budget on their new building.  There has been an increase in construction so prices have gone up substantially.  The new building will be a little smaller than planned, but they will continue to move forward on the science labs.  The Tooele Campus is going through an identity change. USU is looking at making it a community campus and may use CAL as a model.

Councilman Wardle was not able to attend the Council of Governments (COG) meeting because they changed the date.  He has talked about Midvalley Highway with Representative Sagers, and told him that Tooele City supports it.   

Councilman Pruden reported that the arts council has finished the Fridays on Vine season.  He feels it they had the best attendance this year.  With the high attendance, the arts council may want to look at getting some port-a-potties at the concerts.  He expressed appreciation to the arts council.  The arts council had a member resign and will decide at their next meeting how to fill that position.  
Chairman Pratt stated that the Council on Aging (COA) did not meet this week.  Linda McBeth, the COA Chair, makes extensive phone calls before the meetings and found out that there was not enough attending to have a quorum, so the meeting was cancelled.   Chairman Pratt felt that Ms. McBeth is doing a great job chairing that committee.  

Chairman Pratt explained that COG fell short of having a quorum but those present discussed the Midvalley Highway.  Chairman Pratt made it plain that the City is not opposed to the Midvalley Highway; only one alignment of it.  Wayne Bennion from the Wasatch Front Regional Council was at the meeting with a transportation plan and transportation corridor ideas for Tooele County.  He discussed possible roads and highways that may be needed in the future.  Chairman Pratt notified them about UDOT’s reconstruction of SR36.  Randy Sant was scheduled to do a presentation on county economic development, but rescheduled because he did not receive information from all the counties.  
Councilman Wardle again stated that the city is not opposed to the Midvalley Highway, just the routing.  One alignment would require buildings and businesses to be torn out.  Councilwoman Winn asked if the regional plan was available to look at.  Councilman McCall would like the regional plan available to the public.  Mr. Hansen explained that the Midvalley Highway is down to one alignment.  It is an established route, determined by a record of decision.  Councilman Wardle stated that due to issues such as wetlands, the Midvalley Highway may be hard to get on UDOT's list.  

The Mayor stated that the business retention committee, made up of Commissioner Milne, Dean Evans, Scott Snelson, Randy Sant, Mayor Dunlavy, Mayor Marshall, and Mark Walker, now has funding available for the business retention center.  This committee meets every quarter.  The Mayor wanted the Council to know that the board is functioning and that Mark Walker is doing a good job.  The Chamber board meeting was cancelled this morning because the power was out, but he was able to meet with Jared Hamner about city issues.  They discussed the City’s position on the Midvalley Highway.  The Mayor told Mr. Hamner that the City is in favor of it.    

5. Close Meeting to Discuss Pending Litigation and Property Acquisition
Councilman Warlde moved to close the meeting to discuss pending litigation and property acquisition.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:45 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Paul Hansen, Councilman Pruden, Councilman McCall, Councilman Wardle, Councilwoman Winn, and Chairman Pratt.  
No minutes were taken on these items.

6.  Adjourn
Councilman Pruden moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Councilman Pruden, “Aye.”  The meeting adjourned at 6:27 p.m.
