public input:  willis lefevere speaking on behalf of gary showaltera nd the othe rapplicants.  thereleased the property to the south for many years from the sealeys.  urban sprawl int his area as he calls it kids climb over fences cows get out womens shout out in tractors irrigation problems. none of that was taken care of with thes budiviosn.  enjoy the livestye and wan tto continue with the ag operations.  and don’t want harm to the others as well.  urged the commissioners to support their request.

.55 acres.  currently zoned ra-1 and is surrounded with such.  r-3 and commercial to the south aolon g500 north and differen tin vernal city. future land use shows the area east side of 1500 west to moderate density which is r-1.  planning commisison meeting when devleopment was put in it was done with larger lots and some are actually two lots and were on septic at the time and if possible to hook to sewer they could do so and sue the back lots  the front lots were dividin as one large lot.  spoke with dave hatch avw&s ther e is cpaacity in 
1500 w but concerns to allow private sewer lateral to go through adjoingin property owners to the main line.  require an idnividual lift station in each of the two properties to get the sewer back to main sewer line.  commc concerned the sewer should be separate htan the rezone.  matt agredt hey would have to come back with a minor subdivion to obtain approval plannign comisison public hearing and no public comments.  recommended aproval of rzone to r-1 ithe a 5 to 1 vote. 
comr asked dave of av2&s if these lots started adding sewer lines to avw&s make sense to have one main and not several private.  it would need to be planned form the very beginning. dav econcerned if allow one lot hten they all will want to.  if allow it here there are other subdivision with the same situations.  good planning would suggest an engineered plan for all of htem to get together and.  no longer allow a lift station for a subdivision.  lot sof loops to step through.  feels it should stay that way.  sewer line is shallow in the front.   letter of availablity may say it is not available.  
comr moved to approvethe rezone as presented ra-1 to r-1.  comb seconded. 

linda gardner owns the property.  respects the approval of the rezoen but in regards to the sewer.  has been told that she is within 300 feet of 1500 w where the sewer is.  septic backe dup years ago. leach field is half dead and told could not get a new leach field but is too close to the sewer and has to go to sewer.  comr explained no issue for her to get a sewer line but the property behind her may not and then again to the neighbors.  there will be challenges that will have to be addressed.   concerned the ground water table is so high the subdivision should not have been built.

3. Troy Corless – Requesting a rezone for property at 5589 South 500 East, Vernal; Serial Number 06:042:0142, from MG-1 Mining and Grazing to RA-1 Residential Agricultural. 

10.94 acres  past end of 500east asphalt. county maintains a gravel road going south and then becomes a private road to the corless property.  currently two homes there.   they were approved 2006 or 2007.  zoning surrounded by mg-1 with a-1 nearby and industrial tot eh east and south.  furtue land use shows area to go to low density similar to ra-1.  atpublic hearing there was comment frompublci worried aobut property developing into a large suidiion with mulitple lots.  mr corless tated want to break out an acre for one of his kids.  approved ra-1 to break out up to one acre int eh northe ast corner. unanimous recommendation.  
comr commented right here the gis is currenlty working on the accuracy of the plat maps.  the purple outline doesn’t necessarily reflec the actual location but does the road along norht property line is it on corless property or outside it.  

troy corless addressed the meeting.  this road is her daughters road she owns the road but is not on anyone else’s property.  road bulit on property line.  
comb moved to approve the rezoen as presented mg-1 to ra-1.  comr seconded. 

recommended a one acre piece or whole thing.  and motion to rezxone up to one acre.  in the northeast corner .94 acres.  mpa. 

4. Debbie Wright- Requesting a rezone for property at 1800 West 1500 South, Vernal; Serial Number: 05:081:0024, from RA-1 Residential Agricultural to R-3 Residential.  
1.54 acres.  east of lowes and south of walmart.  property next door is daniels crossing.  which is r-3 and a notehr r-3 further to the east nad across the street. most zoning is ra-1.  small piece east r-1.  future land use shows moderate density similar to r-1.  future land use states that up to 30 units high density allowed wihtin each sq mile and if more then should ee near commercial and schools.  petition with 21 signatures opposing the r-3 rezone.  some of the concerns stated include decrease in property values increase in traffic possibliity of other sna infringemen ton ag property and rezone could set precedence for the area to allow for more subdivision.  planing commission one public comment recommended approval of rezone 5 to 1 vote.  

lynna kendal lives across the street kiddie corner.  21 signatures from everyone int eh area.  one delcine dna done not home did not sign.  doesn’t see why planning ocmmisison ignored the petiition showing don’t want the growth in the area.  the lights change the cycles of the animals and causes issues.  want a pet crematorium but not in this area.  generations live in this area =and want to keep agricultural.  would love to keep tracks of f the road too but understand the need.  don’t take away the lifestyle and the reasont they live there to raise their animals and children and their values.  one person asked for rezone and 21 requested denial.  

melissa gross or groth? daughter of debbie wright. wants to put in the crematorium.  lights and traffic will not have an impact.  will be pickuing up and dropping off for this. no odor.  no sounds other than a vacuum cleaner.  beneficial to the basin.  doesn’t udnertand the opposing concerns.  not a hindrance to any neighbors.  will not be incosiderate of the neighbors.  

denece lefevre – her daughter had worked in twin falls in vet clinic with a crematorium.  the crematorium never caused any order.  they were able tos ee it.  as stated there are no odors nobody  had any issues with it in the middle of town.  during regular business hours she pickes up animals and then delivers thm.  good buisness for this area. those that love animals and want the service have to go to heber or colorado to have it done.  this would be a great busienss for the basin.  
linda or lynna kendall – the nubmer one issue is the lifestyle in the area should take precedense.  ra-1 suits them.  r-3 is the issue more than the crematorium.   make it known that ra-1 is the bottom line. 

comm asked melissa a question she didn’t’ have to answer.  is the r-3 reason for the crematorium. yes to fit the requirements.  matt county has discretionon zoning ordinances so yes it could be reviewed.  perhaps they could find a compromise.  r-3 is general and is mortuary but could be specific.  what would it take to go the route. could be on october agenda aroudn the 15h and then to the commission 20th if not tabled.  meliss was okay with it taking more time.  

comr moved to deny the rezone request not because of the business but because the publchs made it clear do not want an r-3 in the area.  which has not been set for in the future land use plan.  but i has to be somewhere in the community  determining this is very difficult.    comb asked if deny and planning commison chose not to adjust the zoning .  even if plannign commisison denies any ordinance change the commisisoner swill still have to vote on it.  they make recommendations the commissioenrs make the finaml decisions.  comb seconded. 

commc added caviat what does that mean.  he recommends the planning commisison review the zoning so this can be done in adiferent zoning.  friednly amendment.

park total of 46.5 acres part zoned i-1 and some mg-1.  ashley valley industrial rest to the west.  crusher on mg-1 and material out of south half of the other parcelon the west.  have about a month left of crusing to do and the rest would be stockpiled and hauled as needed.  property owner to the south requested if approved conditions be included to help with dust control hours of operation and tiem limit on how long to be there.  plannign comission recommended approval with conditions:  1.  meet all county code reuqiremnets and items in staff report 2. horus of operation 7 am to 5pm monday thru friday 3. cup approved for one year. 
comb moved to approve the cup with the recommended conditions dust control etc.  hours of operation one year time limit.  comr seconded.  mpa.

7. Edward & Geralding Merkley- Requesting a variance to the roadway construction standards for Devils Field a 15 lot Standard Subdivision, at 900 North 1800 West, Vernal; Serial Number: 04:092:0031. 
15 lots road proposed to be 20’ wide asphalt wihtin 40’ right of way.  750 north is also righteous lane.  come off righteous lane and road to the south. private road with 20’ asphalt and 5’ of asphalt on each side with bar ditches.  the general countys tandard is 36’ wide asphalt 5-‘ right ow ay and sidewalk.  each property is over half acre so county does not rquire curb and gutter.  public hearing several members of public main issues:  1. 750 north is a narrow road as is width rquest is too narrow 3.  question on water and sewer capaicyt 4. neibhbors like the quiet deadend neighobrhood 5. additional traffic would be doubled 6. emergency vehicle adcess 7.  safety for pdedestrians 8 snow removal and 9 the name .   today just reviewing the variance request. plannign cmommission tabled the subdivions.  off rightwous lane go south then west and then north. letter from fire district this meets the minimum requirement fo rmergency vehicles but would need to install a turnaround.  under fire code once hit 30 need a second access but this does not.  14 currently there and then add 15.  planning commisison recommended denial of variance 3 to 1. two board members stepped down.  

public comments:  donna trodder lives on righteousl ane .  concerned, udnertands he want to keep his road same as it is now.  it is narrow mot of it is about 16 to 20 feet many cars cannot pass safely.  concerned doubling the traffic is going to be a huge issue. a traffic study should be done to ensure this can be done safely.  the kids have to walk to the bus stop.  

tim hanberg lives on righeous lane.  lived there for 20 years.  bought a property and home that was already there because of the area it  is in.  the road has always been narrow. the countyhas made improvements to it.  appreciates that. not so much concernd eith the road as it is with the fact that lived there long enough grateful forhte area the pece and quiet. deadend road.  adding this much more traffic something could happen.  not asking the county to widen the road can’t ee tax payer or homeowners to pay for widening the road so property owner and developer can make money.  don’t’ need a subdivion in every open field.  lived her a ong ime and enjoys vernal. skeptical of all the development. can see the property broken into smaller acre parcels but subdivion is not necessary.  
jennifer chandler lives to the norht of the proposed subdivision.  the canal road is a dirt raod and cannot be a road for the subdiions. she has a right of way for the use of the road to get to her home.  there will be backflow issues they have had sewer problems because of the water level.  also has children.  parents own property at the end of righteous lane and the kdis use the canal road to get to grandma’s.  doubling the nubmer of homes nad traffic will be a major safety concern.  

shelly moreno lives on rightwous lane purchased there because othe quiet community and the neighbors.  only one way in and out.  trash cans on the edge of the road are a concern.  also concerned if widen the road they will be right on the edge of the home as they are so close to the properyt line. there ismply isn’t enough room.  

kimberly patton on righteous lane.  lives there 3 yar sna purchased becaues quiet deadend street.  canal trees.  wonderful community.  concenrd with the doubling the traffic.  kids will be going to school and will have to walk to 1500 west to get on the bus.  it’s not wide nough if widening may losoe some of the trees and property.  appreciates people are looking for homes but concerned with the increase of danger in this area. 

richard moore on righteous lane.  own property connect sot he schoola nd south of this prperty.  has animals and priarie dogs.  concerned witht eh community close to school and disturbing his property and animals.  extra families and pets could cause trouble.  if double the homes and the number of drivers in large families there will be too much traffic.  lives there 432 years and really enjoys it.  good neighbors.  

jessica green – just bought a home a little down the raod.  concern with the bus.  walk to the fron tof the lane on 1500 west.  all walking down aroudn 7:30.  cars going out and kids walking it is going to be a disaster.  bus will have issues as well.  the bus going into the subdivions would be a danger as well.  

robert jolley – lives on a flag lot at the en dof righteous lane.  this subdiviison would rpopose two flag lots off the rightwous lande wihtic is against county ordinance.  biggest concern is the compromise asking the commisioenr sto make regarding a private lane.  if the county is requested for accepting the lane as a county road the county would have to clean up the mess. don’t object with developing but hti sis too many.  east maeser estates had similar issues.  the road had to be cleaned up last year.  started at 7 hours and over the years there are now 11.   things have a tendency to grow quietly.  ther are other developers watching this to see if they can cheapen their roads and not come up to county standards and then it will spread all over the county.  traffic is an issue and emergency equiepment needs the space to get there. 

sheryl jolley – robert’s wife.  concerned with the road.  in 73 the county made the road a county road.  in planning meeing when county map the road is woned by private individuals.  the county legally doesn’t own the road and it can’t function as a county raod because it is too narrow.  theer was a water tank at the end of the road and they paved it.  the devleoper decided isnce a county road they can develop all they can accordin got cod eon a countyr od.  can’t condemn the neighbors fo rhte profit of another person so ti cannot be a county raod.  protec the neighbors and the canal.  concerned it is not a county road.  understands commc may know some of the developers but the 14 neighbors need to be taken serious consideration.  recommends subdivions are done with the codes as they are an ddone the right way.  

commc disclose he doesn’t have a conflict of interest.  julenea wallis lived with his wife and self for years and claim her as on her their own and she is married to richard wallis and lived there for a long time. they do not do so now.   but this is not a conflict.  

mark ellis ajacent toe ht proposed subdiviosn.  the map doesn’t show the turnaroudn that would need to be added.  if truck parked on the road can’t get by safely.  storm water will need a place to go.  and should be planned for.  reiteratig the safety concerns.  can’t take a substandard road and develop on it.  

sharon mcgregor on righteous lane.  husband drives truck and several times had to help long trucks get over the bridges that are at an agnle.  can imagine all the trucks building the 15 homes.  kids play in the creek if goig up the lane and pass a car youa re off the road partially. has to be another way to come into eddies property .  concernd with the kids.  whle back where taylors live drug addict came tearing down the street almost took out mailboxes and kids fishing.  this is a safety issue that has to be addressed.  no place to turnaournd a vehcile.  
douglas mcgregor moved onto rigthousl ane 92 grew up therem barbara erkley and jon buldint on edge of lane with approval from fatehr bult that way because they didn’t want to have additioanl traffic and maintain the integrity of the neigbhborhood.  never meant to handle that many houseolds.  reiterated the other discussions.  

frank andreason – listenend carfulyy and was at the planning commission meeting the other night.  all the conerns they had about 99 % agree with.  can’t think of the 1% doesn’t .  i’m not anxious fo rmore traffic and not willing to give up part of his property to widen the road.  not axious to change propertylines of his or the neibhbors.  shouldn’t have to change for a new development whent eh existing raod is defined as inadequate as it is.  echos the other statements. 

robert jolley – later on today in the comisison meeting will be asked to do an overlay to protect a plan in the oilfield area.  have overlay zones for water and dryfork maye an overlay zone for areas where don’t want to widen roads for these restrictive reasons.  just a suggestion.  

willis lefevre thak you for approving his ag zone.  this is enlightening.  very interesting and applaud what the neighbors are saying and want to maintian their quality of life.  the reason they live there and live in tour community.  we feel the same way in their neighborhood.  comments made people here listening for the outcome and see how it would impact htem. he is one of them.  he doesn’t have any ties to 750 north or righteous lane.  applaud their willingness to fight.  they did the sme thing in their ndiebhorhood but commission just approve drezoning for moderate density housing next to his farm.  this has been a huge problem.  they were told as long as planners and devleopers meet the requirements there isn’t much that can be done.  finds it interesting the fire department said it would be adequate with a turnaroudn. maybe should look at what adequate really is.  their road isn’t wide enough.  bus won’t stop at their home either they have to walk down a street that is wide enough. when plows his drive hde does tne bar ditches for the kdis to walk.  83 or 89 next to his house. so yes they are watching.  ihopes that as elected officials, they have a hard job and sit betwena rock and hard place most of ht etime,  but hopes that the lifestyle that we live here it eh basin for is looked at overall.  put a plan in place.  keep growht within the city boundaries and then grow out as needed.  
commc appreciates the comments form the public.  the futurel and use plan is a general guide for development.  as far as proposals come in seems like the county is proposing.  listening to requests form the public and then try to wigh it out .  righteous lane he is not a fan of pud’s and it probably started that way.  planned unit development where the standards are varied in some way.  many of the problems are because of this.  when allowed to deviate from standards to safe money then there are htose that pay for it later.  generally these mean a lesser standard.  righteous lane is a narrow road and it was long before any of htem took office.  flag lot is requiring 33 feet.  

comr added tried hard to bring the standard or criteria by which buldi roads to ahigher level and have been doing so.  no reason or jsutificatin to minimize that.  if look at a development on 1500 west and 1200 north, narrow raod nad than a wide road because required developer to follow the standards.  if we have that levelof excellence and if we change that they hav eto deal with those they have already required it of.  we set this tandard years ago and doesn’t’ see any reason to reduce the levelof excellence.  when start allowing this variations form the standards set up for trouble. supports personal properyt rights but not at the expense of the public and neibhors.  

askedmatt if other access has been reviewed.  want to be fair ona ll sides.  planning commisisond enied variance request but talbed the concept application for the subdivion to give properytowner time to look at other options. they have time to come back with something else.  plannign comision will make a decisiono n a concept and fhten final plat to the commissioners. 

comr moved to basedon proposal to deny the variance for the raodway construction for devils field standard subdivions.  comb seconded. mpa.
