NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT ON Tuesday, October 14, 2014 at 8:00 p.m. a public hearing will be held in Room 315, Council Chambers, City County Building, 451 South State, Salt Lake City, Utah, before the Salt Lake City Council to accept public comment and consider adopting an ordinance amending the Salt Lake City Code relating to ground transportation requirements (amending Chapters 5.71, 5.72, and 16.60), specifically relating to transportation network companies, which use internet apps to connect passengers with drivers. The proposal would a) eliminate current restrictions prohibiting non-taxicab operators from providing on-demand service (except at the Airport); b) eliminate requirements for a minimum number of on-demand taxicabs in the City, and c) require all ground transportation drivers to obtain appropriate insurance, background checks, and vehicle inspections required by the ordinances. All persons interested and present will be given an opportunity to be heard in this matter. The City & County Building is an accessible facility.
