Chair Stephen Handy called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  He noted that the FY25 community partnership projects are moving forward.  Half of the projects have been completed and six will happen in the coming months.

He gave an overview of the recent media features and interviews.  He also announced that the Public Safety Department EASY program reported that 43 stores and six package agencies passed the FY24 inspections.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for the fourth period of FY2025.  He noted that sales have decreased about 3%.  Expenses have increased partially due to accurate reporting – getting the right transactions in the right period.  The department is on track to return $8 million to the general fund.


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason gave an overview of the Round Up program.  The program provides customers the opportunity to round up to the nearest dollar with the funds going to the Pamela Atkinson Homeless account. In two days, the program collected $12,631.00 (the first day was test day and only one store used the program).  Ms. Clason thanked the DABS and DTS staff that assisted with the program.

Ms. Clason also noted the latest licensee newsletter was distributed to 1,700 licensees.  She thanked the DABS staff members that assisted with the newsletter.

Ms. Clason reminded everyone to make a plan and celebrate responsibly.  Mr. Meier reminded everyone that this is the busiest time of the year for the retail stores and encouraged patrons to shop early.  He also thanked the purchasing, warehouse, and retail teams for their hard work.

She gave an overview of the two comments received during the public comment period.  She summarized a meeting between the department and the Beer Wholesalers Association regarding non-material changes to labeling.  The meeting resulted in the department developing an updated style guide.  Staff recommends the commission approve the proposed rules and set an effective date of November 22, 2024.

The commissioners and staff discussed the public comments.  Mr. Handy provided an opportunity for additional public comments.  There were none.

COMMENTS FROM COMMISSIONERS AND PUBLIC:   

a.	Ms. Thue provided an explanation for her no vote on the bar license extended closure.  She noted there are only four bar licenses available and they will run out soon so the commission must be judicious in granting licenses.  Due to the scarcity of licenses, she doesn’t favor extended closures.

b.	Mr. Jacobson agreed with Ms. Thue.  He suggested the commission not grant closures for extended lengths of time, rather monthly in order to monitor progress.

c.	Ms. Clason clarified the number of licenses up for renewal – 335 total, 216 have already renewed, 119 are pending renewal.



There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 11:05 a.m.
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
