The regular meeting of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday,  June 25, 2014 at 7:00 pm, at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse, 1 Country Club, Stansbury Park, UT  84074.  The agenda was published in the Transcript-Bulletin.

Business Meeting:

Review and Adopt Minutes:

Mike motions to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2014 minutes.  Gary seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

The minutes are approved.

Public Comment: 

Scott Totman, 112 Lakeview.  Scott asks what the status of the lake and the fish. He asks if we are putting in some fish.  Randy states that we are not putting any fish in till September.  The lake mower has been recovered and being assessed for damage right now.  He thinks it will be a week or two before we get it back in the lake.  Scott asks what it was that made the boat go over.  Randy states that we are still unsure.  There is one paddle wheel in bad shape and could have possibly got stuck on something on the bottom.
Ray Solomon, 201 Lakeview.    Ray is concerned about the level of the lake and the weeds are very bad.  We cannot even use our boats.  Randy states that we have had a drought this year and we pump as much as we can.  There is one well that has a broken pump but if we don't get a good winter and spring we can't get the level back.  Rod comments that the majority of our water comes from the Millpond.  Randy agrees and says that we have not missed any of our allowed pumping times and can only pump Tuesday 3:00 pm to Wednesday at 3:00 pm.

Ellen Totman, 112 Lakeview.  Ellen asks about the health of the lake and the status of the fish that we put in last spring.  Randy replies that all of the fish we put in are dead and we want to do some research before we spend $40,000. on fish.  We are taking water samples and engaging DNR.   There are fish in the golf course ponds and some small ones may make it through to the lake.  Rod comments that he hopes there are still some fish in the lake.  Ellen asks if anyone on the board is a member of Face Book and can answer questions on the Stansbury residents page.  Mike replies that Jamie is on there and has answered some of the questions and he himself will reply if he knows the answers.   James Hanzelka comments that it is a very stagnant lake and maybe aeration could help with oxygen levels.  Some run on solar power.    Rod states that we have 2 aerators in the golf course ponds that run on 220 and he would like to get with James and discuss the solar powered aerators.

David Vielstich, 165 Dory.  David has several questions that residents have expressed on Face Book.  He asks if the lake fountain is working.  Randy replies it is not working now and not on the docket to get repaired.  He then asks if the snow shack in the clubhouse parking lot has the proper licenses and insurance to operate.  Randy replies yes he has provided us with a copy.  David then asks if we are opening this up to any vendor who wants to have a business here.  Randy replies that they would need to bring this to the board and it would be addressed on a case by case basis.  Rod states that he believes we need a policy and it is a bridge that we need to cross.  Ryan was the first person to approach the board.  David asks about the use of the clubhouse on Stansbury Days.  He states that in the past they have had a blood drive with no problems.  This year the Red Cross will be doing it all but there has been a question as to whether this will be allowed in the clubhouse.  Randy states that it is a problem with the timing.  It creates too much chaos and there is an issue with security to have it during Stansbury Days.  Our staff cannot secure the building.  David says that his understanding is that the Community Association is responsible for Stansbury Days and the clubhouse.  We have the permits and insurance so any issues would be handled by the Community Association.  He has not been made aware of any problems with the clubhouse in the past.  Randy states that the problem is that the front doors of the building are left open and no one is securing the building and the kids come in and just run around.  David comments that we have the doors open for the use of the restrooms.  Randy states that we don't allow the restrooms to be used in the clubhouse, only the outdoor restrooms.  Mike asks David if the concern is can you have the blood drive.  David replies yes they would like to possibly have the blood drive downstairs.  The bar room area is used as First Aid and we could keep the doors locked upstairs.  The board and Randy agree that this would solve the problem.  David then comments that the SPCA board is looking at having a much larger celebration for the 40 year anniversary of Stansbury and are setting money aside for it.  He asks if the service agency would want to do the same.  Mike states that we cannot put money aside for it because of the way we budget but we are willing to look at it when the time comes.  David thanks the board.  Mike asks David to help spread the word that we are going to  be taking down all of the trees on Stansbury Parkway.  They are diseased and some of the  roots are damaging home foundations and they are trees that have a 25 year life span and are now 40 years old.  Traffic issues should be minimal.  Gary states that we are going to put in a variety of trees so that if we get a disease, it will not kill all of the trees.  Eileen Solomon asks if we can trim out the dead branches in all of the trees around Stansbury.

James Hanzelka, 481 Country Club.  James asks if our board works with Tooele County planning and zoning.   Randy states that only if we have an issue that affects the service agency property or if there is a park development.  James states that the county is planning on re-zoning the piece of property by the fire station to residential multi-family.  Mike states that is what the developer wants and asks if the county is supporting it.  Rod states that it is good to get information out to the public so they can attend the planning commission meeting.  James has a petition with almost 300 names that feel it is a bad idea.  

Probable Vote Items:

	a.  2014 Tax Rate Certifications--Randall Jones.   If we certify the tax rate suggested by the auditor we will be lowering the taxes.  The rate is .001256, which will actually bring in more revenue and will be enough to operate.  Rod would like to keep the rate the same since the county will be raising theirs.  Mike states that this will be enough to maintain but if we want pavilions, picnic tables, or splash pads we would need to raise the rate.  
Gary motions to approve the tax rate of .001256.  Jamie seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion passes.

	b.  Recovery of lake weed mower--Randall Jones.  Rod states that the lake weed mower recovery is very costly.  The board felt it was necessary to get this done as soon as possible, so we made the decision to go ahead with it.  This approval is to ratify the decision.  Randy states the cost to the service agency was $22,900. which included cleaning up the oil and servicing the mower.
Mike motions to ratify the cost of $22,900 to Cross marine Projects to recover the boat.  Gary seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion passes.

	c.  Front entrance plan--Randall Jones.   Randy states that at the last meeting we approved up to $10,000.  None of the bids came under that amount.  After talking to UDOT, we don't actually have as much right of way as we thought.  UDOT owns almost to the monolith.    We can still move ahead with the tree configuration, but for the planting we can get the permits, etc. to do what we have planned.  After more discussion, it was decided that Randy will start the process with UDOT and some landscapers.  He will contact the architects that have given us proposals.

Randy explains the tree removal and that we are short on people.  Chris is out with shoulder surgery.  We have had to let one of the mowers go and one of the weed trimmers.

Jamie Lindsay- Jamie shows the splash pad at her home in Green River, Wyoming.  It has a rubber matting around it and is low maintenance.  Randy states that we looked into it for the pool but it is very expensive and it is only low maintenance until it gets a tear in it.  He does agree that we could look into again.  There is water and sewer set aside at the 28 acre park for a splash pad.  Jamie asks if we could get a ramp to the pool.  

Mike Johnson- Mike states that we are an adjoining property to this re-zoning by the fire station, so we are able to have a say in this.  Mike intends to attend the meeting and should we officially weigh in on this that we don't feel that it fits here.  A discussion about the plan was held and Randy will go to the meeting and represent with a letter written by Mike.  Rod is concerned about all of the driveways entering onto the frontage road.
