Manager’s Report:

1.  The fencing project on the 28 acre baseball field has been completed.  The contractor did exceptional work.  
2.  The paving at the 28 acre park is complete and the striping is done.  The project will be completely done once the parking signs have been installed this week.
Mike asks when we take title to the park.  Randall replies that he still does not know.  The contractor is still trying to hold out on possibly putting a road through the park.  He has to give us almost 30 acres.  The contractor is Clearwater Development.  Randall states that if he does not hear from him by Friday he will leave a message asking where he wants the maintenance bills sent to since it is his property.
3.  The flag pole at the cemetery was installed in time for the cemetery dedication.
4.  Power has been reconnected to the light pole on the west side of the clubhouse parking lot, to be used by the snow shack.
The snow shack pays $200.00 per month, which we will raise up $25.00 for the power use.
5.  The pool passed inspection and we have our permit to operate.

We did get the letter back from Scott Zeidler today.  He talks about the reasons why we need to cut down the trees and gives us some recommendations for what we can plant in their place.  He says we are wise to take the trees down.  Randall states that he has a few more sprinklers to take care of and then will move forward with the tree removal and get drawings for the front entry.  Scott suggested that we hold a public outreach meeting to notify the residents of the tree removal.  Rod comments that this is an excellent suggestion.  The board decided to notify the public with a letter which will include the plan for replacing the trees.  Randall will see if it can be included in SPID's billing.  Jamie comments that she was notified by someone that would like to purchase the wood.  Randall will follow up on this.

Board Member’s Reports and Requests:

Gary Jensen--Gary comments that we need to proceed with the entryway and the tree removal.

Jamie Lindsay- Jamie reads a complaint from facebook regarding the weeds and fish in the lake. Randall will call them.

Neil Smart-- Neil would like to meet with Randall on the 12th of June to meet with Kim Clausing from the county and the representative from the forest service.  The forest service has some money available for trails.  They will be meeting at the clubhouse.  We are going to work on getting trails into Stansbury.

Glenn Oscarson--Glenn would like to keep the tree project and the entryway project separate.  Randall will start getting proposals on the front entryway.  Glenn states that the has sold $10,000 in cemetery lots.  Neil compliments Glenn on the great job and also seconds Kendall's comments regarding the cemetery dedication.

Mike Johnson- Mike states that because we are not incorporated, the opportunities from grants and funding are limited.  There are a few that we could possibly get as matching funds.  Last week was there was ICSC conference in Las Vegas.  There are companies that do splash pads,  benches, lights and parks.  He suggest Randall attend next year.  Randall comments that in the master plan we are trying to place some sort of recreation within walking distance of everyone in Stansbury.  Mike comments that in Ponderosa there are 4 places where there is a conservation easement that is being farmed by Charlie Warr.    He is going to the county to ask if he can build houses there.  Randall states that is public property.  Mike thinks it would be great to build a mini-park there.

Correspondence:

Cindy reads an email from the Assistant Principal at Stansbury High School.  She is thanking the board members for the use of the clubhouse for the senior graduation party.

James Hanzelka asks what our policy is regarding removal of signs.  He asks if we go around and remove them.  Randall replies that we only remove those on service agency property.  We do not have anything to do with street signs or stop signs.  

Financials and Bills:

The checks were signed and the bills taken care of.  Each board member received a copy of the budget overview.
