Rob McNeel is proposing a zone change for 8 acres and would like to put in town homes. This is still on the concept phase as to what the Townhomes will look like. He will distribute a more precise site plan after the zone change is complete. He would like to change the zone from Commercial 3 to RM1. 
He explained that he will be purchasing the last but for the zone change there are 2 different owners for the properties. This will be put in the description on the plat and will have to have their signature. Board Member Steve Collins stated that one problem for adding so many new residents on 2500 E is the corner of Hwy 40 and 2500 E. This will need a light soon.
Rob McNeel stated that he would like to put about 75 units total, but this would have to be done in phases over quite a time. He stated that he plans on not going over 9 units for each acre. Chairman Joe Allred will look into the requirements for town homes and how many can be put on 1 acre with other amenities for the property. Rob McNeel wants this development to add to the community and will landscape the property to look good.
Chairman Joe Allred stated that as soon as we get the mylar and other information we can have the public hearing and get this done. We will schedule the public hearing for the January 7 meeting if all the paperwork is received.
