DIRECTOR’S REPORT – Jonathan Stewart

Mr. Fagergren wanted to remind the Board the Appraisal Subcommittee prohibits Appraiser Instructors from receiving continuing education credit for attending. 
It was noted that the October Appraiser Board meeting is was also scheduled for October 22, 2014. Subsequently, the October Board meeting was changed to October 29, 2014 to avoid conflict with the Instructor Development Workshop.
Mr. Fagergren spoke about the proposed rule change which was discussed in last month’s meeting when Mr. Fagergren was absent; the proposed rule will prohibit the advertisement of a course by individual education providers prior to the course receiving approval from the Division. Mr. Fagergren also mentioned this rule states that students may not earn more than eight credit hours in one day. Mr. Fagergren noted that some providers have questioned the restriction; however, Mr. Fagergren feels that retention and comprehension decrease significantly after eight hours.
