The regular meeting of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday, April 9, 2014 at 7:00 pm, at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse, 1 Country Club, Stansbury Park, UT  84074.  The agenda was published in the Transcript-Bulletin.

Business Meeting:

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Neil Smart.

Cindy Curtis gave Michael Johnson the Oath of Office.

Review and Adopt Minutes:

Gary motions to approve the minutes of the March 26, 2014 minutes.  Glenn seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

The minutes are approved.

Public Comment: 

Kim T, Spinnaker.  Kim and her husband have rented the gazebo and would like to also use the grassy area for a Polynesian dance recital ending with a fire dance.  The will be  free to the public and will be on May 3rd at 7:00 pm.  The board will allow them to use the grass, however would like them to check with the Fire Marshall.  
Kimberly Zollinger, Clubhouse Manager.  Kimberly Zollinger states that the high school is wanting to have their grad night on May 22nd, from 6-9.  Last year they  used the clubhouse for free and she asks if they will be allowed to do this again this year.  Mike Johnson is willing to sign the contract for them.  Kimberly states that they will also be having fire dancers and asks if we will be allowing them to do so.  The board will allow them to use the clubhouse for free and the fire dancers if they check with the Fire Marshall.  The Stansbury Park elementary would also like to use the clubhouse and pool on May 30th for their graduation for free.  Jamie states that she will be willing to sponsor them.

Wade Hadlock, 511 Water Wheel Lane.  Wade states his concerns regarding the development going in on the south side of Bates Canyon road.  He says that it is the same zoning and style as his neighborhood.  It looks and feels that Stansbury Park is moving south.  As new people come in we need to work with them so that everyone is paying their fair share of taxes.  If they are using our services, they should be paying taxes.  Neil states that we don't have any jurisdiction or control over this.  Rod states that Erda township approved the map that Wade has passed out to the board members.  Wade states that we should have been in contact with the county to plan our growth.  These lots were zoned 8,000 sq. ft.  Rod tells Wade to check the zoning, that it is zoned rural 1 acre minimum.  Neil states that we will only take care of the greenbelt areas, everything else is not in our jurisdiction and we don't have any say or any control over this.  Wade goes on to say that Lake Point has filed for incorporation.  They have added the lot across from Soelbergs and passes out the map to the board members. This cannot be included in a map to incorporate Stansbury Park since it would overlap.  There has also been a map of Stansbury Park already drawn up.   More discussion regarding incorporation was held.  Neil states that we appreciate Wade's comments and it would be helpful for him to hold some meetings to get community support and make them aware.


Probable Vote Items:

a. Approval of easement for DR Horton land drain--Randall Jones.  Neil states that DR Horton has decided that the pipe will come underground and then up and into the lake.  DR Horton will put in some concrete to help with the erosion of the bank.  
Neil states that they will be moving forward with this. 

b. Approval of golf course pavilion electrical contract--Randall Jones.    Neil states that we had $10,000. to pay for electrical work to the pavilion.  With the boring and the electrical it will be about $13,000, so we will need to pay anything over $10,000.
Rod motions to approve SCI Electric at a cost not to exceed $15,000. to electrical to the golf course pavilion.  Glenn seconds the motion with the change of $10,000. to be paid by the insurance and the Service Agency cost not to exceed $5,000.  The vote is as follows:

Work Session:

Possible Vote Items:

a.  Policy for reserving facilities other than clubhouse--Randall Jones.  This was discussed at the end of the meeting prior to correspondence.

b.  Cemetery lot sales--Glenn Oscarson.  Glenn states that he would like to have one more push for lots sales to build a small gazebo.  There is a scout project to install a flag pole.  This will not be have a light installed with it, so the flag would need to be removed at night.  Glenn would like to have this sale done by Memorial Day.  He will be putting an ad in the newsletter.  He is considering a sale for $300. and asks what the other members think.  Rod states that at the beginning of the year, we approved a budget and asks if that number is enough to build a gazebo.   There is $5,000. in the budget which would not cover the gazebo which would be about $10,000.   Jamie comments that the $400. price is a very good price.  The board agrees to keep the price at $400.  

c.  Trees for observatory--Glenn Oscarson.  Glenn states that we have already approved $1,000. and asks if the board would approve another $1,000. for a total of $2,000. for trees.  He thought we could get a grant but it has not been approved yet.
Mike motions to authorize $2,000.00 to come out of the Parks Improvements line for trees at the observatory.  Jamie seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

d.  Front entry--Glenn Oscarson.  Gary, Randy and Glenn have met and  prepared a list of guidelines for the front entry.  Glenn reads through the list and Neil shows 3 pictures of entry's.  This gives us a good place to start and Glenn states that we will hand this off to Randy to get started.  

Manager’s Report:

1. Horizontal boring for the pavilion power project should begin this week.  The contractor has the permit and is waiting for the area to be Blue Staked.
2. Utah Disaster Kleenup will be the company handling the project to repair the Pro Shop Roof  They are working with our insurance company and have started the inspection and code upgrade process.
3. The plastering of the pool has been completed.  The installation of the lights and the hydraulic relief valve still needs to be completed.
4. We put the blue dye in the lake early this year to try and get ahead of the weeds.  We will start mowing the lake at the end of April.
5. The fence installation on the ball field at the 28 acre park will begin next Monday.
6. Concrete for the batting cages at the Sagers ball fields was installed last Friday, as well as a new flag pole and water connections for wetting down the infields.
7. We have begun turning on the water to the sprinkler systems.  As expected, there have been several broken pipes and leaks that we are in the process of repairing.
8. We will start pumping water from the Gordon Well and the Millpond on April 15th.
9. We have hired and trained all of our seasonal maintenance staff and they have starrted mowing and trimming the grass throughout the community.

Jamie asks how the pool is coming and if they were able to solve the water problem.  Neil states that we have some problems with it that we cannot solve.  It is a 40 year old pool and every year it will have cracks, but they have done a good job with the repairs.  Rod states that we need to have a 5 year plan.  Mike asks what we have in our fund balance.  Randy states that we have about $150,000. in impact fees.  We are spending a lot of it on the parking lot at the 28 acre park.  Randy states that we usually get 6 to 7 years out of a pool fix.  Jamie comments that at some point we need to build a new pool and not keep throwing money at this one.  Neil agrees with that logic.  Gary states that this is a great community and the pool and clubhouse is the center focus.

Board Member’s Reports and Requests:

Gary Jensen-.Gary states that he would like to have his crew come in and put a bid in to remove the trees at the front entry.  He asks if this would be a conflict of interest.  Mike says yes it's a conflict, but under state law, you can have a conflict, you just need to disclose it and not vote.  Glenn states that it might create a conflict if he votes on the actual removal and suggests that he not vote on the removal either.  Rod comments that he would need to sign a disclosure statement.  Gary states that he owns the truck that the other guys are doing the work.  Glenn states that he does not have a problem with him bidding on this.  Neil does not have a problem with having a tree expert express his opinion either.  Gary states that he has expressed his opinion long before he got on the board that those sick trees need to be removed, that they are a real hazard.  There are 60-70 trees needing to come down.  There are 50 trees going from the entrance to the Soelberg's road that need to be removed first.  Neil asks him to get with Randy and create a policy.  

Jamie Lindsay- Jamie talked to Randy about the fragmities.  Jamie asks if Mike will be over the budget and financials or what responsibility he will have.  Cindy states that it is something that the board will need to decide.  Jamie also asks if Randy should still be over the budget and financials.  Rod states that he would feel comfortable with Mike doing that and explains to Mike how the 2 entities are working together as one.  Mike is on the Recreation Board.  

Neil Smart--Baseball is out getting ready for the fencing.  We will also be having a recreation meeting on the 22nd.  

Randall arrives and Neil asks him to go over the DR Horton land drain.  Randall states that DR Horton needs to secure the easements where the pipeline will go.  They plan to build a coffer dam around a section of the lake, prepare the bank and then remove the coffer dam.  Randall explains more details.  The board just needs to approve the easement in order to accept the water.  Rod and Neil would like our legal counsel look at this.  Mike states that they are pretty standard.  Randall presents the easement to the board and Mike states that it looks good to him.  The HOA has an interest in keeping the pump running or the basement of the homes will fill with water.   They are putting in an 18' vault with 2 very large submersible pumps.  

Glenn asks if there have been grates put over the culverts at the park as it is hazard if someone crawls into it.  It would be quite a liability.  Randall states that we'll work on that.

Randall states that he has received a request to reserve the grassy area by the observatory for a wedding.  We do not have a policy for this or for reserving the pavilion.  Rod comments that we should not reserve anything until we set a policy on it.  The board agrees that there does need to be a policy for reserving the pavilions, but the grass areas cannot be reserved.  Randall will put together a policy.



Correspondence:

Cindy states that we need to establish a fee schedule for GRAMA.  This will be put on the agenda for the next meeting.
  
We have received a refund for $1,700.00 from our insurance for having a good year on Workers Comp.

Financials and Bills:

The checks were signed and the bills taken care of.  Each board member received a copy of the budget overview.
