The regular meeting of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday,  May 14, 2014 at 7:00 pm, at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse, 1 Country Club, Stansbury Park, UT  84074.  The agenda was published in the Transcript-Bulletin.

Business Meeting:

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Neil Smart.

Review and Adopt Minutes:

Gary motions to approve the minutes of the April 23, 2014 minutes.  Jamie seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:
Gary-yes					Neil-yes

The minutes are approved.

Public Comment: 

Sinh Pham, 184 Lakeview.  Sinh would like to be reimbursed for the watering of the greenbelt next to his property.  Randy will look at his property and see if a meter can be put on.  He goes on to explain why some of the residents water the greenbelts.

Charles Prows, 5674 Helm.  Charles owns the pet store in Stansbury.  Last year he hosted a "Dog day at the lake" and would like to do it again this year.  He is making 2 modifications this year by bringing in a dog agility trainer that will do a demonstration and bringing in Perfect Paw Prints who does pet adoptions.  They will bring about 6 dogs for adoption.  After discussion about the clubhouse and gazebo weddings scheduled for that day,  it was decided that Randy will talk with Kimberly and get back to Charles.  The board is also okay with this being an annual event although they suggested he look at a different month to hold it.

James Hanzelka, 481 Country Club.  After attending other meetings, he has had a question come up and asks the board if the service agency mows the weedy areas as he had heard that it was done in the past. The board answers that we do not mow those areas.  

Charlie Haddon, 6648 Harvest Drive.  Charlie states that the Varsity and Venture scouts would like to earn some service time and asks if they could help with the removal of the trees on the Parkway.  Randall states that we could use them for the trees that the service agency takes down, but not the trees that we contract out.

Probable Vote Items:

a. Website advertisement-Randall Jones.  Randall has had someone request to advertise on our website and asks if the board would like to start this.  The board agrees that they do not want to advertise on the website.

b. Golf course fire sprinkler system--Randall Jones.    Randall states that the golf course fire sprinklers are old and non functional.  A new system would be needed.  The cost would be about $15,000.  The fire marshal came and looked at it and determined that the building is not required by law or code to have a sprinkler system.  After talking with the insurance company, it would not affect our rates in any way.   Rod states his concern over having a pipe break in the winter when no one is there.  It could do a lot of damage.  Randall comments that it would be a dry system so that would not be a problem.  Since we are not required to put a sprinkler system in, the board agrees not to do so.

c. Stansbury Park Cemetery opening-Glenn Oscarson.  The flag pole project that the scout is working on will be installed, now that the funds have been raised.  They will set the  pole on the 22nd.  Glenn states that Memorial Day would be an appropriate day for a flag ceremony and dedication.  He asks if it would be appropriate for the service agency to donate the flag.  Glenn thinks it will be at 10:00 am but is subject to change.
  
d. 28 Acre Park opening-Randall Jones.  Randall asks if the board would like to have a grand opening for the 28 acre park.  The parking lot paving should begin on Monday.  Rod states that we should not have an opening until the park has been deeded to the service agency.  Several different ideas were discussed for a opening ceremony before Neil states that they will do more brain storming before making the final decision.  Glenn asks Randall if the grates have been installed.  Randall replies no, not yet.

Recess:  

A 10 minute recess was taken.



Work Session:

Possible Vote Items:

a.  Parkway tree removal--Randall Jones.  Randall, Glenn and Gary met with Scott Ziedler (the urban forester).  He indicated what we already knew.  That the trees are aged and damaged.  From a liability standpoint, they should all come down.  Randall was approached by a resident asking us to please cut them down.  The roots have caused $40,000 in damage to the foundation of her home.  There are 185 trees with 140 of them that need to be contracted out for removal.  Randall states that we can take out the others with our own employees.  Mr. Zeidler will send a letter stating his findings and a list of trees that would do well here in Stansbury.  He also suggested using several different varieties of trees.  Randall will write up the scope of work and email it to the board.  Jamie asks Randall to email everyone a copy of the report from Mr. Zeidler.  

b.  Front entryway--Neil Smart  Neil asks Randall where we are at on this project.  Randall states that he will start on this after the tree project and the other projects.   Glenn then asks what we are going to do to beautify the entrance this spring.  Randall states that we are not going to put any money into it because we will be digging it up in a month.  Gary asks if there is any way to get this out to some preliminary architects so they can get working on some sketches.  Glenn comments that he thought we had already done this.  Randall states that we are going to do it.  He knows what the board wants but he doesn't have the staff or the time.  He is working 16 hours a day but he can't do everything at once.  He guarantees that all of the projects will get completed.  Glenn comments that he thought this was to be done this spring.  Randall replies that they have never talked about doing it this spring, that he has told them from the beginning that it would not get done this spring that there are things more important than the entryway.   Neil asks Randall to keep them posted.

Manager’s Report:

1. Caribbean Creations has finished work on the pool.  We withheld $2600.00 from the original contract price for work that was not completed to the specs and for cleanup.  Our crew has been working to clean up the pool and get it ready for the Memorial Day weekend opening.
1. Swim lesson sign ups went smoothly.  There will be another round of sign ups this Saturday.  Our numbers are consistent with past years.
1. Paving on the 28 acre park parking lots will begin on Monday, 05/19/2014, and should be complete by the end of that week.
1. The work on the pro shop roof will begin as soon as the engineering on the new trusses is complete.  The demolition could start as early as next week.
1. We have started cutting weeds in the lake.  The water testing equipment has been purchased and he is looking for a closer place to purchase fish.  Jamie asks if any of the fish have survived that were planted last year.  Randall replies that there is not a fish alive in the lake.  Frogs are doing great.  And we have new birds that have moved in.  Glenn asks if we can hire a consultant to look at the lake.  Mike asks if it is okay to swim in the lake.  Randall replies that it is safe and he explains what happened last year with the fish kill.  
1. The golf course pavilion power project will be complete the first of next week.  
1. I met with Scott Zeidler from the Department of Natural Resources.  He is going to write a recommendation letter concerning the trees on the Parkway.  He suggests that from a liability standpoint and from a planning standpoint, it would probably be best to remove all of the trees at once.  He is going to determine which trees could be left in place for a few more years if we choose to do so.  
1. Front entry to the club house will be complete tomorrow.
1. The cement work for the 28 acre ball field is complete and the fence posts are in.  We should be done with the fence work by next week.
1. We have taken care of all the issues brought to our attention by the OSHA inspection and should now be in compliance.
1. We need to seriously consider resurfacing or replacing the deck, and possibly the fence, around the swimming pool, this fall or next spring.  Mike asks what we are doing with the tennis courts that are cracked and has weeds.  Randall replies that we have sprayed for the weeds.  Randall comments that there are 4 big poplars behind the pool that he thinks we should include in the bid for tree removal.  The root systems could be part of the problems with the pool.  The board agrees to including those trees.
Board Member’s Reports and Requests:

Mike Johnson- Mike has had a request for benches down by the lake.  Could we also put some picnic tables from Home Depot or something?    Randall states that this has always been in the master plan.  
Mike is involved in Ute football and asks if they can put up banners.  Randall comments that he can fill out a sign request.
Mike would like to put porta potties down on Village Boulevard.  Football usually pays for a few but everyone uses them.  Neil asks Randall to look into this and get some options.

Jamie Lindsay- Jamie asks if we have a written 5 year plan.  Rod and Neil have both asked this question before.

Neil Smart--Neil asks if there are companies that do Master Plans?  Mike suggests that Utah State University  will do them.  Randall comments that we have not had good luck with the colleges and that if the board were to put together a wish list, we could probably put one together ourselves fairly easy.  Neil comments that we need to dedicate ourselves to working on this and Glenn agrees that it would be a good plan for winter.  Neil wants to look at the restroom situation for next year.  

Glenn Oscarson--Glenn asks Randy to purchase a tamper and take it out of the cemetery budget line.  Glenn states that Kip Porter did a good job in representing Stansbury Park in getting us grant money.  We received $39,000 which is 26% of the funds available.

Rod Thompson--Rod states that he has been put on the statewide small urban Transportation Board.  In 2018 they are looking at doing Village Boulevard which will be at least a million dollar project.  He thanks Jerry Hurst for being instrumental in getting that done.  On the golf course behind the number 1 hole, a resident has dug up the grass all the way to the pond.  He has planted grass there and that's great but it may not get watered.  Need to check with Jeff.


Correspondence:

Cindy asks if we are going to do the fireworks for Stansbury Days and what the budget will be.  The board agrees to do the fireworks and want to stay with the $3,000.00 budget.

Financials and Bills:

The checks were signed and the bills taken care of.  Each board member received a copy of the budget overview.

Glenn motions to adjourn, Gary seconds the motion and the meeting was adjourned.
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
