1. Call to Order
 
Chair Zuspan called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance 

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

3. Public Comments 

Gary Bowen, an Emigration Canyon resident, commented about the Emigration Canyon Road Widening Project, agenda item 6. He requested that the agenda item be tabled and that the Emigration Canyon City Council be asked to undertake a study. Mr. Bowen stated that residents of the Canyon are overwhelmingly against widening the road for a bike lane.   

4.  Approve October 9 and October 23, 2024, Board meeting minutes

Trustee Barney moved to approve the October 9 and October 23, 2024 Board meeting minutes as presented. Trustee Flint seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

5. [bookmark: _Hlk182405350]Approve 9100 W Sidewalk project CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) recipient agreement approval for $371,745 with a local match of $40,000.

Tolin Hessel presented the 9100 West Sidewalk Project CDBG Recipient Agreement. He explained that Magna City was awarded a Community Development Block Grant for 720 feet of curb, gutter and sidewalk. 

Trustee Barney moved to approve the 9100 West Sidewalk Project CDBG Recipient Agreement for $371,745, with a local match of $40,000. Trustee Flint seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.


6. Approve a Federal Aid Agreement for Emigration Canyon Road Widening for $3 million of Federal Funding, about $3.1 million of State Funding and $361,640 of local match. ($30,000 in match funding may be required in FY 2025 with the remaining in FY 2026.)

	Tolin Hessel presented the Federal Aid Agreement for Emigration Canyon Road Widening. He stated that the Project is 1.8 miles long and will provide bike lanes and other improvements, including the addition of a shoulder to the road, at a total cost of $6,518,900: $3,000,000 in federal aid, $3,157,260 from the state of Utah, and a local match of $361,640.

Trustee Smolka, the Mayor of Emigration Canyon, stated that a few residents have come forward to speak against the Project, but a majority of the City’s residents favor the Project. He also stated that bike traffic is increasing, and they are trying to avoid accidents by providing a bike lane. 

Trustee Smolka moved to approve the Federal Aid Agreement for Emigration Canyon Road Widening for $3 million of federal funding, about $3.1 million of state funding, and a $361,640 local match. Trustee Barney seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

7. Approve amendment to the MSD Human Resources Manual—Continuance from Oct 23, 2024, MSD Board Meeting

Trustee Barney asked if the parental leave time would run concurrently with FMLA (Family and Medical Leave Act) leave, and staff confirmed that it would, which means that the employee would not be eligible to use FMLA later during the year. 

Trustee Flint moved to approve the proposed amendment to the MSD Human Resources Manual, approving 12 weeks of leave for the birthing parent and 6 weeks of parental leave for the non-birthing parent. Trustee Smolka seconded the motion. 

Trustee Barney stated that he was opposed to the proposed amendment because it does not treat each parent equally, and there has been no quantifiable, substantial data to support one parent receiving more leave time than the other parent. 

Trustee Barney made a substitute motion to approve an amendment to the HR Manual that will provide each parent with 12 weeks of parental leave. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. 

It was explained that, if the substitute motion carries, it would not be necessary to vote on the original motion but, if the substitute motion fails, there would be a vote on the original motion.

Based on the weighted vote of the Trustees who were present, the substitute motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, and Stringham each voting “aye” and Trustees Flint and Smolka voting “nay”.

8. [bookmark: _Hlk170456299]Introduction of new Unified Fire Authority Municipal Emergency Management Planner Madison Warner and review of new Planner assignments. 

Madison Warner introduced herself as the new Unified Fire Authority Municipal Management Planner and presented a brief background of her qualifications and experiences.

9. Approve contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Kleinfelder, Inc

Alex Rudowski presented the Contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Kleinfelder, Inc. He explained that the services will be provided on an as needed basis. 

Trustee Barney moved to approve the Contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Kleinfelder, Inc. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

10. Approve contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Applied Geotechnical Engineering Consultants (AGEC), Inc.

Alex Rudowski presented the contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Applied Geotechnical Engineering Consultants, noting that the services will be provided on an as needed basis. 

Trustee Barney moved to approve the Contract for Engineering Geology Consulting Services with Applied Geotechnical Engineering Consultants. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

11. Approve an agreement with Roth Landscape Services for snow removal at certain parks in the City of Kearns.

Brian Hartsell stated that this Agreement is very similar to Roth’s Agreement to provide snow removal services in certain Magna parks.

Trustee Stringham moved to approve an Agreement with Roth Landscape Services for snow removal at certain parks in the City of Kearns. Trustee Smolka seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

12. Adopt Resolution 2024-11-01 to approve an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Kearns and MSD to obligate Kearns ARPA funds for the provision of infrastructure and soundwall projects.

Brian Hartsell stated that the purpose of this Interlocal Cooperation Agreement (ILA) is to obligate Kearns’ remaining ARPA funds prior to the December 31, 2024 obligation deadline.

Trustee Stringham moved to adopt Resolution 2024-11-01 to approve an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Kearns and the MSD to obligate Kearns’ ARPA funds for the provision of infrastructure and soundwall projects. Trustee Barney seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

13. [bookmark: _Hlk182405672]Approve Contract with Syringa Networks LLC for Internet Services in the amount of $550 per month.

Izabela Miller stated that Syringa Networks has been selected to be the MSD’s internet services provider for a total cost of $550.00 per month. Mark Anderson worked with Syringa on some changes to Exhibit A. In response to a question from Trustee Barney, Mark Anderson explained that the Syringa Contract originally did not incorporate the State Contract, and that has been corrected. 

Trustee Flint moved to approve the Contract with Syringa Networks LLC for internet services in the amount of $550 per month. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

14. Approve quote for Cityworks for 2025, in the amount of $82,855.50

Izabela Miller stated that this is a standard contract, with a 5% increase. 

Trustee Smolka moved to approve the quote from Cityworks for 2025, in the amount of $82,855.50. Trustee Barney seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

15. Authorize the General Manager to approve the full or partial assignments by Salt Lake County to the MSD, of construction and professional services contracts, work orders, task orders, and the like that involve projects and/or work taking place within and/or for the MSD 

There was a brief discussion between Mark Anderson and Trustee Barney about the need for these contracts to facilitate the transition of Engineering Services from the County to the MSD. 

Trustee Barney moved to authorize the General Manager to approve and sign the full or partial assignments by Salt Lake County to the MSD of construction and professional services contracts, work orders, task orders, and the like, and to approve and sign “mirror” service and construction contracts that involve projects and/or work taking place within and/or for the MSD. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

16. Discuss the FY2026 Budget Calendar
Stewart Okobia presented a brief update on the Fiscal Year 2026 Budget Calendar. 
17. Approve contract modification with Consor North America for 4700 South

Chad Anderson stated that work on the 4700 South Project has taken longer than originally planned. Consequently, a Contract Modification was needed to extend the timeframe.

Trustee Flint moved to approve a Contract Modification with Consor North America for the 4700 South Project. Trustee Stringham seconded the motion. The motion carried with Trustees Zuspan, Barney, Flint, Smolka, and Stringham each voting “aye”.

18. Discuss and approve purchase of Placer.ai Software

This agenda item was tabled. 

19. General Manager report 

Brian Hartsell and Marla Howard presented the General Manager Report:
· Several staff members, including Marla Howard and Brian Hartsell, will attend a FEMA G191 course on December 11th .
· A Thanksgiving Luncheon will be held on November 20, 2024 at 11:30 a.m.
· The medical benefit premium is increasing 1.9%, dental and vision insurance costs are staying the same.
· Open Enrollment will be from December 4th to December 11th.
· Regular meetings are being held with the County regarding the transition of the Engineering Department from the County to the MSD.
· Marla Howard stated that the new building to which the MSD will relocate has experienced a few delays. Now it is expected to be available near the end of January or the beginning of February. 
· Marla Howard thanked a number of people for all their hard work on additional projects. 
· Stewart Okobia reported that the independent audit of the MSD is wrapping up.
