FORMER AGENDA ITEMS FOLLOW-UP – COMMISSIONERS

Preliminary Fair Results – Commissioner Summers
Commissioner Summers said he had received some preliminary numbers from the fair.  He stated overall there were 850 large animals with the auction bringing in more than $1,055,000.  There were 533 buyers who supported the Jr. Livestock program. He gave some examples of people who were from out-of-state that complimented the way our fair was run.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City said she does not agree with Clint Hill of the Conservation District.  The county does not need a full-time weed manager. It doesn’t make sense; it should be a summer part-time position.  She asked if the position would be posted in the paper so all who are interested may apply.  Ms. Hardy said she was going over her property taxes and wondered when the commission would be relieving people of high property taxes.  Property taxes are immoral.  If you don’t make enough to pay your taxes, the government takes your property.  Not all the things the government pays for are in the constitution.  She asked the commission to restore government back to its proper role.
PUBLIC HEARING/6800 W. ROAD VACATE – COMMISSIONERS

Commissioner Summers opened the public hearing at 5:20 p.m.

County Planner Scott Lyons said it has been proposed to vacate 2,000 feet of 6800 West by the Chesapeake Duck Club.  The road extends onto their property.  They own the property on both sides of the road and the road dead ends on their property.
Commissioner Summers asked for comments from those in attendance. 

Tom Bowen, President of Chesapeake Duck Club, stated that 30 years ago the duck club entered into an agreement with the county about the road, but in doing research, the official documents were never recorded.
There were no further comments.

The public hearing was closed at 5:22 p.m.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to direct staff to prepare the necessary ordinance to vacate a portion of 6800 West.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
PUBLIC HEARING/WILEY AG PROTECTION AREA – COMMISSIONERS

Commissioner Summers opened the public hearing at 5:22 p.m.

Commissioner Scott explained a group of landowners have applied to have their properties put into an agricultural protection area.  This protects the landowners from nuisance lawsuits and makes future developers, or those that come into the area, aware there is agricultural business going on.  
Commissioner Summers asked for comments from those in attendance. There was no comment.

The public hearing was closed at 5:25
RESOLUTION #14-10/APPROVAL TO CREATE AN AG PROTECTION AREA – MARLA YOUNG

MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Resolution #14-10 creating an Agriculture Protection Area.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

PREDATOR DAMAGE CONTROL FY 2015 – REBECCA DILG

Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg presented the commission with the 2015 Predator Damage Control Contract with the Utah Department of Agriculture.  The contract helps with costs incurred for predator control up to $18,000.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Predator Control Contract #14-22.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
MESA EXPLORATION LETTER OF SUPPORT – COMMISSIONER SUMMERS

Commissioner Summers read a letter drafted to Senator Hatch in support of the Mesa Exploration Corporation.  He explained the company wanted to start a business of pot ash mining, but has been denied because the location is within a twenty mile buffer of the Donner Trail.  The letter asks the BLM to rescind their rejection and allow Mesa Exploration to move forward with their project.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made motion to send the letter of support to Senator Hatch.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

SEASON UPDATE ON COUNTY SEAT TV – CHAD BOOTH
Chad Booth of the County Seat TV program gave an update on topics that have been discussed on the program.  He asked the commissioners for their input on what topics they felt need to be discussed.  He said they are putting together a documentary concerning the Equal Act to Justice Act and said they still need to raise $50,000.  He said it is important to get the word out so those who would benefit from this documentary could help get public and private funding.  
3150 WEST FOREST STREET REZONE – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons explained the applicant owns over 9 acres at approximately 3150 West Forest and would like to change the zoning from A-20 to A-5.   A public hearing was held at the last commission meeting and further information has been received from the landowner and they want to proceed.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the rezone at 3150 West Forest.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

FAIRBANKS SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated the Fairbanks Subdivision is located at 7425 S 550 W in South Willard and is currently a one-lot subdivision.  They want to make it into two lots.  The plat has been through all the necessary reviews and approvals.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Fairbanks Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried. 
AMEND AND EXTEND LOT 10 FAIRBANKS ESTATES – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated Fairbanks Estates Subdivision is slightly east of the Fairbanks Subdivision previously discussed.  The applicants would like to add an additional .5 acre to Lot 10.  It has been through all necessary reviews.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the amendment and extension of Lot 10 of Fairbanks Estates.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
