1. DISCUSS/CONSIDER SCHEDULING A SPECIAL MEETING TO CONSIDER AND ADOPT UPDATED ORDERVILLE TOWN SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE Discussion on scheduling a special meeting to adopt the updated Orderville Town Subdivision Ordinance. Proposed date: December 18th, after Planning and Zoning Meeting. 

2. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR EMILY LEYLAND AT 2240 SOUTH STATE STREET, ORDERVILLE FOR A SMALL HOMESTEAD CABIN RENTAL/FAMILY CABIN Consideration of a permit for a small homestead cabin rental. Shaun Sharkey motioned to deny due to square footage under 400 sq feet. Susan seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Rory Hatch, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries 5-0. Board of Adjustment needs to be contacted for a meeting. 

3. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR EMILY LEYLAND AT 2240 SOUTH STATE STREET, ORDERVILLE FOR QUASI PUBLIC USE Consideration of a permit for quasi-public use at the same location as above. It was approved by planning and zoning. Rory Hatch motioned to approve. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion. Ayes: Susan Esplin, Rory Hatch, Marianne Leigh, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Shaun Sharkey abstained.  Motion carries 4-1

4. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE FOLLOWING BUSINESS LICENSES: RISING MOON RANCH, JKC HOUSE, AND LOT 5 QCR Rory Hatch motioned to approve the above business licenses. Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. 

5. RESCIND LINE ITEM #4 AS APPROVED AT THE NOVEMBER 6, 2024 MEETING DUE TO IMPROPER PROCEDURAL STEPS Discussion on rescinding the approval to list pool property for sale due to lack of ordinance. Rory motioned to table for further investigation. Marianne seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. 

6. DISCUSS/CONSIDER AN INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT OF THE CHRISTMAS GIFT CERTIFICATES FOR THE FIRE FIGHTERS Proposal to increase the amount for firefighter Christmas gift certificates from $40 to $100. Marianne Leigh motioned to approve $100 per firefighter. Rory Hatch seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. 

7. DISCUSS/CONSIDER SCHEDULING A WORK MEETING FOR THE TOWN COUNCIL, PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION AND VARIANCE BOARD MEMBERS Proposed work meeting scheduled for December 18th at 7:45 P.M.

8. DISCUSS FEMA GRANT FOR SCBA (SELF CONTAINED BREATHING APPARATUS) AND INTENT TO PARTICIPATE – EARL LEVANGER Chief Earl Levanger shared we applied at the first of the year and was denied for the grant. He found out reasons why and he will be reapplying again. Cedar Mountain is taking the lead and we will just need to sign an MOU with them and pay our share which is 5%. Chief Earl Levanger is needing a signature saying we will participate again and the mayor said he would sign. 

9. DISCUSS/CONSIDER COST OF LIVING RAISES FOR EMPLOYEES Proposal for an 8% cost of living raise for town employees. Rory Hatch motioned to approve an 8% COLA. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Rory Hatch, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding.
