A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WEST JORDAN DECLARING ITS OFFICIAL

COUNCIL POLICY IN SUPPORT OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY PROPOSAL NO. 1,

THE ZOO, ARTS, AND PARKS AND RECREATION, OR" ZAP," TAX

WHEREAS, the governing body of a Utah municipality may exercise administrative power by
resolution, pursuant to Utah code Ann. 10- 3- 717; and

WHEREAS, the City of West Jordan, City Council, has reviewed Salt Lake County
Proposal No. 1, which is to go before the voter of Salt Lake County, of which the City is part, for
approval on November 4, 2014, and

WHEREAS, the City Goals and Initiatives of parks, recreation facilities, arts and cultural
organization are enhanced with approval of Proposal No 1, and

WHEREAS, the Council further acknowledges that the ZAP tax will also support the

preservation and advancement of natural history, art, music, theater, dance, other cultural arts
and sciences related to land preservation and animal welfare, and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the ZAP tax will further the above stated supports the

Goals and Initiatives of the City by providing and maintaining recreational, cultural and
educational opportunities for resident of the City and advancing the quality of life of its residents
of all ages, and

WHEREAS, the Council finds it in the best interest of the City to support the ZAP Tax

and desires to produce that support into writing,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

WEST JORDAN, UTAH, THAT:

Section 1.       The Mayor and City Council state that this is the official administrative policy
and position of the City of West Jordan and its elected officials, to Support the
approval of said Salt Lake County Proposal No. 1, ( aka; Zoo, Arts, and Park Tax),

as well as those actions, events and purposes that have as their ends its supports.

Section 2.       This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage.
