The meeting was called to order at 9:07 AM.

· WELCOME
Chair Lowry Snow warmly welcomed both board members and the public and provided a review of activities for The Point project since our last meeting. He expressed appreciation to staff and consultants for their work on the ground-breaking event for Porter Rockwell Boulevard

· PUBLIC COMMENT
Chair Snow opened the floor for public comments, emphasizing that The Point is a public-centered project and highlighting the importance of community input; however, no comments were offered at this time.

· OATH OF OFFICE
Cee Cee Niederhauser administered the Oath of Office to new board member Rep. Ariel DeFay.

· MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 10, 2024 BOARD MEETING
Chair Teuscher asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the December 10, 2024 meeting.

	MOTION:	Mayor Dawn Ramsey moved to approve the minutes of the December 10, 2024 board meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mayor Walker and passed unanimously.

· FINANCIAL UPDATE
Director of Operations Don Willie, reported that December's end marked the midpoint of our fiscal year, when expenditures should ideally reach 50% of our annual budget. While spending slightly exceeded projections during the first six months due to employee onboarding and technology investments, we expect these front-loaded expenses to normalize over the remainder of the year. Most budget categories are currently at or below target levels, and our overall financial position remains strong. The Land Authority continues its commitment to maximizing taxpayer value while maintaining operational excellence.

April Cooper, Chair Snow and Director Ambre expressed her support for the financial report and for Mr. Willie’s work.  

	MOTION:	Mayor Walker moved to approve the December Financial Report as presented. The motion was seconded by April Cooper and passed unanimously.

· EXECUTIVE SESSION

· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1]LEGISLATIVE UPDATE AND STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS
General Counsel Jacey Skinner explained that our legal staff has compiled a list of technical and substantive issues that need statutory refinement which will be address in the legislative session. Senator Stevenson's will sponsor the bill in the Senate and Rep. Teuscher will co-sponsor in the House.  The recommended changes include:

· Annual Assessment and Privilege Tax Modifications:   Although state properties are exempt from state tax, we are currently reviewing and adjusting our annual assessment to transition it into a privilege tax structure which will assist Salt Lake County in assessing, collecting and distributing property taxes at The Point.
· Proposal for Interlocal agreement to taxing entities as to how we would reimbursement them for services they provide.  This would be put in statute.
· Proposing to repeal Utah Code section 11-59-305 which refers to a report from the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority Commission which is no longer active.  The report’s findings have already been integrated into our current site plans.  This repeal will streamline our statutes and eliminate references to inactive entities 

Ms. Skinner also addressed statutory language from last year regarding property boundaries. The provision clarifies that any newly acquired land, whether through land acquisitions or minor boundary adjustments along The Point's borders, become part of the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority's jurisdiction.

Items for a separate bill sponsored by Senator Stevenson and Rep. Karen Peterson: 
· Alcohol licensing at The Point and some proximity issues in the central district. There are two proposals that address this: 
· The Point could be designated as a project area which would exempt it from some proximity restrictions concerning alcohol licensing.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Local municipalities would have the authority to do some overlays for this same exemption which would include Point of the Mountain as a land use authority.

· Budgetary Intent Language – ensuring that POMSLA funds can be used for any of our administrative or project needs.

Chair Snow requested a motion to approve the legislative proposals as presented by legal counsel for the current session.

	MOTION:	Mayor Ramsey moved to approve the legislative proposals as presented by Jacey Skinner for the current session. The motion was seconded by Sen. Stevenson and passed unanimously.

Chair Snow thanked Ms. Skinner for her work in moving these changes forward. 

Ms. Skinner also reported that board members will be receiving an updated disclosure form for 2025.  Last year the legislature required that the form reflect additional details and our forms have been updated to reflect these changes.  Please reach out if you have any questions. · INNOVATION DISTRICT UPDATE
