E. NEW AGENDA ITEMS
1. DISTRICT EDUCATIONAL & AGRICULTURAL PROJECT – DCSD
Phillip Bertoch a Human Resource Director with Duchesne County School District, talked about the 14 acres next to Union High football field and what they are proposing. This is zoned for Agricultural, and the district would like it to stay agricultural. They would like to turn this property to an agricultural lab for urban students who don’t have access to learn and raise animals and crops. They have 45 shares of water that is not being used. They would like to extend irrigation line and turn field into an alfalfa field and fruit trees with temporary housing of animals that can be raised for show animals.
Jim Freston explained that there are quite a few kids that would like to have the ability to learn agricultural schooling. They would like to see if this type of facility would fit in the current zoning. 
Chairman Joe Allred explained that the zoning is currently RA1/2 but there shouldn’t be an issue with raising crops and the animals. The holding pens might be a more restricted portion of the property that would potentially cause problems with neighbors. 
As long as the animals aren’t used for personal use and is used for resale, we should not have a problem with this. Phillip would like to bring cows in especially in the winter and would have an enclosed area for that.

2. LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT Kaydee Meacham Subdivision – Brent Cook
Troy Gadd was in attendance and explained what Brent Cook wants to do. They would like to reduce Kaydee subdivision property and enlarging Brent’s property. Mayor Abercrombie stated that there might be a problem with the water line size if they were to build on that property. Troy doesn’t think he is going to build anything at this time.
The county stated that there will need to be 2 plats, one for the boundary line adjustment and one for the amendment of the KayDee Subdivision. Troy will bring in the 2 plats after receiving the signatures for recording.

4. MAJOR SUB. BASTIAN PROPERTY CONCEPT -- Annette Miller
Annette Miller explained that there are 45 acres on 2500 E. at approximately 1565 N, with an oil road that is the only access to the back portion of the property. They want to have 2 farm mini ranches with a subdivision of 5 parcels along the frontage. It was stated that there would have to be a 60’ paved roadway going back to the 20 acres in the back if divided.
Chairman Joe Allred stated that the current zoning is agricultural 5 acres and anything smaller than 5 acres will have to be rezoned if she wants smaller lots along the frontage. If she keeps the acreage in the back as one property, she would not have to pave the roadway to that property. The roadway will still have to have 66’ roadway access.
