Heather Gibson and Mervyn Arnold presented details for building permit applications, with council agreeing to forward the plans to Ensign for approval.

There was a discussion about moving forward with Clint Carter as the town's building inspector. The Council expressed concerns over fees and response times of the current provider and noted Carter’s prior satisfactory service.
