
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 15, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, IS Director Kent Ogletree and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.

Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working on Mortensen Lane, County Road 52. They are on the second lift about 2 ½ miles. 
Director Murphy also reported that Road Department is working on County Road 5. They are going to tie in the intersection this year and put it on our oiling program next year due to the fact that Johnson Water Improvement District is going to put a water line in.  
Director Murphy also reported that there was a deal made in Cedarview Montwell Special Service District where all of the road crossings are torn up. Gorn has agreed to give us $385,000 for damages. Special Service District #2 has agreed to give $200,000 and we have $40,000 from Americon, so we are going to overlay all of the crossings and take the extra money and pave it from the crossroads to Keith Duncan’s house tying it all together with a new layer. Plus put overlay by Georges that they tore up. 
Commissioner Elect Greg Todd joined the meeting at 9:11 A.M…
Director Murphy stated that he would like to take the newly elected commissioners on South Pole Road, Road by Thacker’s, Arcadia, and Tabby Lane. We need to decide where we want to put our money next year. 

Information Systems Department Update
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 9:15 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that he came in a few weeks ago and discussed the cluster issue. We can extend our warranty for $12,000. This would be a 3 year contract. We only budgeted $4,000 for a year, but we are at max capacity. The hardware is 2 generations behind.  Commissioner Wood suggested that Director Ogletree contact Laurie Brummond to see if this would qualify for revitalization funds.
Discussion Of A Resolution On Six County Infrastructure Coalition
Chairman Winterton stated that we haven’t received the resolution from Eric Johnson yet. This can be moved to next week for consideration. This resolution will appoint a representative on the coalition. Agenda item was postponed by general consent.
Discussion Of Potential Scholarships At UBATCH
UBATC Director Aaron Weight joined the meeting at 9:33 A.M…
Mr. Weight stated that he wants to discuss the possibility of scholarships in Duchesne County on an ongoing basis. There is a huge injection of programs coming from Uintah County so kids are going to our neighboring college. He would like to balance that by asking Duchesne County to help fund this. Mineral Lease funds are what Uintah County uses to support their program. Commissioner Wood stated that unfortunately, we don’t have the expansion of mineral lease funds. We have talked about this before. Chairman Winterton stated that we are putting $50,000 a month into Special Service District #3 for the Victory Pipeline Project. We could allocate more money into this district for this. Mr. Weight stated that one of the challenges is that the programs haven’t been developed properly such as automotive, culinary arts or the diesel program. We are going to put a lot of emphasis into these three programs. Our education is slipping and this would make a significant impact. We could advertise the teaming up with Duchesne County and let people know that this is available. You can stipulate how much you want to go to certain areas. Commissioner Wood stated that he thinks that Commissioners Elect Greg Todd and Ken Burdick should be heavily involved in this. We can allocate the money to the district, but it’s up to the district to use the money towards this. Chairman Winterton stated that he is a member on this board and suggested that Mr. Weight give a presentation to the board members at the next meeting to see if this is something that they would be in favor of.  Mr. Weight stated that he will put numbers together and have a presentation prepared; this is a great opportunity for residents of this county. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Rock Springs Pipe Extension
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:20 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that we received a request from SITLA to comment on this. The project will pipe overflow water from an existing water trough to a second trough in order to reduce the number of cattle congregating at the first trough. Commissioner Wood stated that the letter looks good. Chairman Winterton agreed.
Consideration Of A Prime Sponsorship Agreement For “At Your Leisure” TV Series
Commissioner Wood stated that he feels the featured appearances would be of the best benefit. Chairman Winterton stated that he doesn’t see us benefiting for all of it where we don’t have a feature destination. Commissioner Wood suggested that they discuss this more with Chamber of Commerce Director Irene Hansen. Agenda item was postponed until further notice by general consent. 
Consideration Of Vouchers
Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:39 A.M…
The commission also reviewed vouchers # 129208 through 129285 dated September 15, 2014 in the amount of five hundred fourteen thousand two hundred twenty two dollars and sixty four cents ($514,222.64). Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
