
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 08, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Commissioner Elect Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Duchesne County Resident Jim Veliotis and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working on Mortensen Lane, CR 52. They are having a problem connecting to 5000 South because Johnson Water is putting in a water line, so we will gravel and pave next year.
Director Murphy also reported that Hanna Water and Sewer District board members are coming in to discuss a bridge behind the Hanna Café. We do own the bridge and he doesn’t see a problem allowing the district to put a water line on it.  

Director Murphy also stated that there is a road off of Highway 87 near Altamont where a gravel pit use to be. We are having problems with heavy truck traffic using it. He spoke to Roland Ivie with the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) who said that he doesn’t see a problem with closing it. Commissioner Peatross stated that this road might be a D road; we need to see if it’s on our map. If so, we need to advertise and hold a public hearing. He suggested that Director Murphy show Attorney Allred where this road is. Director Murphy stated that it would solve a lot of problems to close this road. The school bus stops at the other end.
Other Discussions
Mr. Veliotis stated that he worked for Duchesne County over three (3) years ago and he was told that he wouldn’t be eligible to re-hire by the HR Department. He would like to be rehired and is interested in the IS Department position that is currently open. Commissioner Peatross asked Attorney Allred to look into this.

Information Systems Department Update
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 9:21 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that we need to increase our network connection speed with Strata. We are running on 10 megabits connection and the growth and change is happening all of the time and the back-up is getting behind further and further. Every three (3) weeks, we need to bring the back-up system down here to back it up. Internet comes out of utilities not his budget. Commissioner Peatross stated that this might be something that we need to pursue now and take it out of fund 41. Once the Recorder’s Office is online, we will need this.
Consideration Of Information Technology Resources Acceptable Use Policy
Director Ogletree stated that UCIP has reviewed this policy and is good with it as a general policy. Attorney Allred stated that he is fine with it. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the policies and procedures dealing with Information Systems Acceptable Use Policy effective immediately. Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Fire Truck Purchase
Chairman Winterton stated that this doesn’t need to be on the agenda. It’s a fire truck for Tabiona that will be coming out of fund 41.
Consideration For An Assignment Of A Victory Pipeline Easement To Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD)
Attorney Allred stated that the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) gave the county an easement near Midview Reservoir, so we are assigning it to the DCWCD. Chairman Winterton stated that DCWCD needs this in order to close on the loan for the Victory Pipeline project. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the Assignment for easement described as follows: Section 36, Township 3 South, Range 3 West, U.S.B.&M, for the following: N/2SW/4. N/2SE/4, and E/2NE/4, being 5,933.73’ in length, and 162.70 ‘ in width, and 22,162 acres, m/l, Total ROW acreage 22,162, m/l to DCWCD. Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of A Contract For Predator Damage Control FY 2015
Assistant Casper stated that this is a 50/50 match. We will pay five thousand dollars ($5,000) and then we will be reimbursed ½ of that amount. Commissioner Peatross stated that we have been doing this for years and nothing has changed. This program is mainly for coyotes and it’s been a good thing. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the 2015 contract for predator damage control. Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration of Tax Adjustments- Assessor


Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the tax adjustments from the Assessor’s Office.

Consideration Of Vouchers
Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 9:56 A.M…
The commission reviewed voucher # 129107 dated August 28, 2014 in the amount of two thousand eight hundred eighty seven dollars and fifty cents ($2,887.50). 
The commission also reviewed vouchers # 129108 through 129207 dated September 08, 2014 in the amount of two hundred forty two thousand seven hundred ninety three dollars and seventy nine cents ($242,793.79). Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Chairman Winterton seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Discussion Of 2015 Benefits

Ray Hussey and Albert Foster with Arthur J. Gallagher & Co. & Melissa Hutsell & Becky Lofthouse with the HR Department joined the meeting at 10:03 A.M…
Mr. Hussey stated that they have good news, your costs are at a rate hold and your rates are 13 1/2% lower than a standard group. The county has received a 15% refund for the past three years and you are on track for another refund. Select Health gave us a 2% decrease. As far as medical goes, trends have gone down and inflation is predicted to be 8% this year. 
Mr. Foster stated that on dental insurance, the county has a balance of $78,000 and suggested that you have at least four months in premiums saved in that account. Premiums each month are around $10,000. He also recommended keeping the rates the same.
HR Department Director Lisa Henrie joined the meeting at 10:40 A.M…
Mr. Hussey stated that we are discussing online enrollments with the HR Department to get away from paper.

Commissioner Kirk J. Wood joined the meeting at 10:46 A.M…
Mr. Hussey asked if the commission would like to stay in grandfathered status set forth in the Affordable Care Act (ACA). Both Chairman Winterton and Commissioner Peatross stated yes.

Building Department Update
Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 10:51 A.M… Director Henrie was excused from the meeting at 10:51 A.M…
Official Mott presented the commission with an up to date building report and stated that they are down on permits and permit income compared to this time last year, due to not collecting fees. When we do a refund and someone changes their mind, we only refund 80%. 
Discussion Of The Defa Lane Bridge With Hanna Sewer And Water District
Hanna Sewer and Water District Board Members Dixie Jones & Max Reber joined the meeting at 11:13 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that they spoke to Public Works Director Glen Murphy earlier and we understand that you want to hang a waterline on the Defa Lane Bridge. This is a county bridge on a county road. Mr. Reber stated that the bridge is located behind the Hanna Café. Commissioner Peatross suggested that Attorney Allred put something together to make sure the county is not held liable. Mrs. Jones stated that their engineers will design it so it’s secure and doesn’t bow.

USU Extension Update
Suzanne Prevedel, Chris Saunders, Kevin Kesler & Troy Cooper with USU joined the meeting at 11:19 A.M…
Mr. Kesler stated that we came in a few months ago and discussed the STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering & Math) program. We were hoping that Uintah County and Duchesne County could team up, but Uintah County isn’t interested in doing so. We feel that by adding a half person, that person would be able to focus on STEM. There is still a position for ½ FCS position here and ½ in Uintah County. Mrs. Prevedel has applied for this position that is currently doing ½ FCS and ½ 4-H responsibilities. We are here to ask what Duchesne County wants to do. Mrs. Prevedel stated that they are reaching 900 youth right now with their programs. She feels that a 75% positioned person would fit the needs. Mr. Cooper stated that we are supporting youth from Ballard and he knows where most of the kids live. He definitely sees a need for help. Commissioner Peatross suggested that Mr. Cooper come back when he comes in for his budget discussion and give them a few different scenarios. We want to move forward with this, but that would determine how big we want this to be.
