WHEREAS, the Erda City Council (“Council”) met in regular session on February 13th, 2025, to consider, among other things, an ordinance adding chapter  32 to the Erda code of ordinances with respect to the naming for renaming roads and; and
WHEREAS, Utah Code Ann. § 10-8-32 provides that the City may name streets, courts, parks, thoroughfares, and other public places and change the names thereof; and
WHEREAS, the Council desires to adopt an ordinance adding chapter  32 to the Erda code of ordinances with respect to the naming of roads and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council that the attached be added as Chapter 32 to the Erda Code of Ordinances. 
This Ordinance assigned No. 25-04 shall take effect as soon as it shall be published or posted as required by law, deposited and recorded in the office of the City Recorder, and accepted as required herein.

Chapter  32

NAMING OR RENAMING  ROADS AND PUBLIC PLACES




Sections
32-1	Purpose

32 - 1.	PURPOSE
The purpose of this chapter is to provide a process to name roads or public places or change the name of a road public place. 



32 - 2.	GUIDELINES FOR NAMING OR RENAMING
The Council shall consider the following before approving the name or changing the name of a road or public place:

A. An adjacent street to the road or public place;
B. Predominant physical or geographic features (such as ponds, rivers, creeks, etc.) in or adjacent to the road or public place;
C. The subdivision in which the road or public place is located;
D. A state or nationally recognized person who has improved the quality of life for the public;
E. A significant historic feature or event;
F. An individual or group who has made exceptional contributions to the City that include:
1. Donating or contributing a significant amount of money for the acquisition and/or development of a road  or public place;
2. Providing significant volunteer services;
G. Local government officials will only be considered after such officials have been out of office for at least five (5) years.
H. Public Places shall only be renamed for good cause.
I. The name of the road beyond the City boundaries.
J. Any grid system maintained by Tooele County. 




32 - 3.	PROCEDURES FOR NAMING OR RENAMING

A.	The Council shall schedule, conduct, and hold a public meeting to solicit public comments regarding the naming or renaming a road or public place. 
B. 	Groups or individuals may submit a request for a name, along with justification, to the Council. The request should include:
1. Reasons for the proposed name; and
2. Evidence of community support for the proposed name.

C.       The Council may accept or reject the proposed name(s) submitted and then determine the naming by ordinance.
