Consider changes to Diversion of property tax for a community reinvestment project area. Shari Durdan represents Juab County for the Clover Creek Solar Project. The tax rate setting process was not addressed. The Fire District was not paid their share of the tax payment. CRA agency mutually agree to waive 10% housing allocation. The 10% for the next 3 years will go to the developer. 3% administration fee. We will be ahead about 10,575. Carter Livingston from Clover Creek is here today.  Explained the Interlocal agreement and needs a signature.  Greg Newton made a motion to sign the revised agreement, Commissioner Palmer seconded, motion carried.
