	Jared Howes:  He is wondering because Ferron’s new ambulance does not have a license plate yet.  Stoney stated that they are still waiting for the plate to be sent.  Jared also mentioned that the ambulance garage in Ferron has a new code to get in.  Jared too is worried about the Green River stipend and has just been a money maker for Green River EMT”s.

3) Ride-a-longs:
